sive and are becoming a real tool on the watel.

They require no test or licensing fees, and are
legal for use in Canada.

57 degrees 03.5 minutes
North, 134 degrees 42.8 minutes West. They will
moor on the east coast of Baranof Island in Warm
Springs Bay, directly East of Sitka, Alaska, their final
destination. The coordinates for Baranof Island are
57 degrees 05.4 minutes North, 134 degrees 48.9
minutes West. Charlie said the weather was, "a
beautiful sunny day with a nice push current".
Saturday, they anchored out at the north end of
Steadman Cove at point Baker. During the trip
there, they passed through a shallow bed of water
called Rocky pass. Charlie caught a 42 pound Hali-
but in Steadman Cove. He said, "After the first cast
and 3 bounces off the bottom, | had him! He was
caught in under five minutes!!" They will enjoy Hali-
but for a couple of days at least!

That's about it for now. It will take them 2-3 days to
get to Sitka where they plan to spend 2-3 weeks be-
fore making the journey back home. Spirits are high!

Hello folks,

Hi again,

Monday the 9th of July, the adventurer's gave me a
call and let me know that they were ok and that they
had made it through a very strong storm the last
couple of days. The boat had done very well in 10+
foot seas and 68 mph winds!!

Today they are in Barinoff Island in Warm Springs
Bay. When they left Sitka, they hit a very bad storm
(south easterly) and were forced to anchor out in
Kelp Bay. Charlie said, "I put down 2 anchors that
night and we still drifted by morning!" They tried to
depart on the second day and were forced to go
back to Kelp bay and spend another night. "The sea
was so strong it was coming over the bow and
dripping in onto my computer. The only real problem
we had was the fridge. It decided to open and we
lost some of our lunch!"

Charlie also said, "A 50 foot wooden boat got blown
in as well and they reported green water over the
bow and winds as high as 68 mph." They plan now
is to cruise onto Kake, an Indian town, down through
Rocky Pass and onto Point Baker. By the way Point
Baker is the last floating bar in Alaska!

Charlie wanted to stress that everyone is fine, the
boat is doing great and all is well. Until next time...
