The MSO is currently investigating two deaths alig
a fishing vessel in Bayou la Batre, Alabama. Prielin
nary findings indicate that the victims were exppb&s
deadly levels of carbon monoxide (CO). Although
investigation is not complete, important lessongehs
been learned.

The carbon monoxide came from the exhaust of a
portable generator located in the forward parhef t
engine room. This generator provided power to thé
vessel's the air conditioning unit and main deghtl
ing. The generator's exhaust gases vented diiiatbly
the engine room.

Initial inspection of the vessel revealed:

* improper ventilation in the engine room,

Inadequate ventilation in the engine room in cooju
tion with the openings between decks allowed the
haust from the portable generator to easily ehier t
cabin area. The victims had ceased fishing, securé
the main engine, and retired for the evening. Due 1
the extreme heat and humidity, the doors to thin
wheelhouse were closed and the generator wasds
to power the portable air conditioning unit. The ex
haust from the portable generator quickly filled th
engine room with deadly levels of carbon monoxid
which in turn seeped through deck openings into t
cabin area.
