Executive Officer’s Report 
Lt/C Raymond Thomas, P 

The District 16 Rendezvous in Poulsbo was a 
big success!  There were over 70 vessels and ap-
proximately 200 members in attendance. The 
weather and seas cooperated which made for an 
enjoyable cruise both going and returning.  Some 
members of our Squadron collected two out of the 
three prizes handed out on the final evening.  Eve-
ryone from NOSPS had a great time!  If you could-
n’t make it this year you should plan on taking in 
the event next year. You will enjoy it. 

Ever  heard of “Survival Stress Reaction” 
(SSR)?  SSR deals with the anatomy of fear and 
how it relates to survival.  SSR is normally experi-
enced in combat and police high threat situations.  
We as boaters can experience similar reaction 
when in a perceived threat or intense emergency.  
We can get ourselves into intense situations by get-
ting into bad weather or boating conditions exceed-
ing our knowledge or capability.  SSR is directly 
related to an increased heart rate.  As heart rate in-
creases, say 115 bpm, we will lose fine complex 
motor skills; at approximately 145 bpm, that part of 
the brain that hears shuts down; at 175 bpm visual 
tracking becomes difficult and it also becomes dif-
ficult to focus on close objects.  By this time we 
are no longer in safe command of our vessel.  How 
do we keep ourselves out of these types of situa-
tions?  TRAINING & PRACTICE, PRACTICE, 
PRACTICE.  Take what you learn in our classes 
and practice until reactions become automatic.  
Every time you take your boat out, take time to do 
the “what if” game with your First Mate or passen-
ger. Practice the procedure until it becomes auto-
matic.   Let’s Be Safe Out There!

August Navigation Quiz 
Your fishing buddy calls you from Sekiu, one 

evening, on his cell phone and tells you that the 
evening fishing is great near Pillar Point You ar-
range to meet at Pillar Point the next afternoon at 
1500. When do you have to leave home? It takes 
you 20 minutes to get to your boat, 30 minutes to 
stow gear, prepare boat to leave, start and warm up 
engines and be ready to leave the slip. From the 
marina it takes another 30 minutes to get to R “2” 
FL R 2.5s off the east end of Ediz Hook. Your 
cruising speed is 8.0 knots. The distance from R
