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REPORT OF EXECUTIVE OFFICER 
Hank David, AP 

 
 The District 16 Fall Conference this year, hosted by 
North Olympic, was by all accounts a huge success. 
The hard work by members of NOSPS is the reason 
that out-of-town attendee comments were so over-
whelmingly positive.  If it were possible to total the 
number of hard hours that were put in by members of 
our squadron, the typical response would be one of 
amazement.  It is truly gratifying to be a part of an or-
ganization that takes such obvious pride in working 
together.  My thanks to all of you. 
 
If you were not able to attend the Coast Guard demon-
stration on Sunday following the Conference, you 
missed a real treat.  JoAnne Laugallies started coordi-
nating this event long before the tragic events of Sep-
tember 11, and it appeared for a while that the added 
security was going to prohibit our group access to the 
Coast Guard facility at Ediz Hook.  Fortunately there 
were no emergencies that morning that required their 
response, and the Coast Guard allowed us entry. 
 
After three simulated helicopter rescues, we were 
given a guided tour of the hangar and helicopters.  We 
then had an opportunity to meet the pilot, co-pilot and 
swimmer that executed the rescues so professionally. 
Next, there was an outstanding demonstration of flares 
and their use.  All attendees had the opportunity to 
discharge any of the flares that were available that day. 
The conclusion of the program was a great tour of the 
110 foot Coast Guard Cutter, the Cutty Hunk. 
  
For myself, the most lasting impression was while we 
were in the hangar talking to the pilot and copilot.  
One of the Power Squadron members present asked 
the question "What can we, as boaters do to make your 
job easier?"  With no hesitation, the pilot responded 
that if we simply have PFDs and flares on board we 
would be far ahead of the average boater in the Strait 
of Juan de Fuca or Puget Sound!  Our chances of sur-
vival would be greatly increased by simply following 
the law and good old common sense.  
 
We all know the law and what the required equipment 
on board a boat is, right?  But do we really understand 
the consequences of ignoring any of the common 
sense rules or the law?  Not only could we be jeopard-
izing our lives and those of our family and friends, we 
could be forcing one of these young Coast Guard 
crews to come to our assistance.  Their job is not with-
out great risk.  Every time they are sent out to perform  

 
a rescue they are facing formidable dangers and 
challenges. As responsible boaters and Power 
Squadron members we have a responsibility not 
only to ourselves and our families, but also to the 
entire boating public; also to these dedicated men 
and women of the Coast Guard.  By being safe and 
helping other boaters be safe, we help ensure our 
"Coasties" can go home to their families. 
  
Spread the word about the Vessel Safety Checks 
offered by our squadron and the Coast Guard 
Auxiliary and take squadron boating courses that 
will make your boating experiences safer and 
therefore more enjoyable for everybody.

Carbon Monoxide Hazards  
On Recreational Boats 

Carbon Monoxide can be a “silent killer” on 
houseboats and other recreational vessels.  It is a 
colorless, odorless and tasteless gas that, in high 
concentrations, can be fatal in a matter of minutes.  
Carbon monoxide poisoning causes irritated eyes, 
headache, nausea, weakness, and dizziness.  
Unless these symptoms are severe, they are often 
misdiagnosed as seasickness, making carbon mon-
oxide poisoning an under-recognized hazard 
aboard boats.  Although high concentrations of 
carbon monoxide are deadly, lower concentrations 
must not be ignored because the effects of expo-
sure to carbon monoxide are cumulative and can 
be just as lethal. 

Carbon monoxide is a by-product of combustion 
of carbon-based material such as gasoline, natural 
gas, propane, coal, or wood.  Common sources of 
carbon monoxide aboard boats are the main or 
auxiliary engines, generators, cooking ranges, 
space heaters, and water heaters.  Carbon monox-
ide can collect aboard boats in a variety of ways:  
exhaust leaks, improperly vented appliances, entry 
of exhaust into enclosed areas—most commonly 
due to mooring too close to a dock or another boat 
that obstructs the exhaust port, or due to prevailing 
wind conditions or backdrafts.  Previous carbon 
monoxide warnings and educational materials 
have concentrated on the hazards created by the 
exhaust of the main propulsion engines while un-
derway.  However, the increasingly common prac-
tice of keeping generators running to power air 
conditioning, entertainment centers, and electronic 
suites while moored or anchored has added a new 
dimension to this problem by exposing swimmers 
and those using outer deck areas in the vicinity of 
exhaust ports to a potentially lethal environment. 

Recently, it was discovered that a number of 
deaths have occurred on houseboats in which the

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NOSPS Monthly Quiz

After a stretch of 10 days of dreary weather, you finally 
get a beautiful day to be on the water.

You check 
your chart and find the distance between the two buoys 
to be 1.08 nautical miles.  What is the speed of your 
boat over the ground?

The best practice of course is 
on your boat when everything is just perfect.  However, 
it is hoped that a little quize now and then can assist you 
to maintain your skills so that you will always return 
safely.
