          A few weeks ago I was sitting at my com-
puter, looking out my window at the weather and 
entering my thoughts on “paper”.

      After I wrote the above I decided to turn off the 
computer before the wind caused a power failure.  
Fortunately it did not and now the sky if mostly 
blue and the waters have now calmed down and I 
can see several small boats over near Port Town-
send.  The storm has not lived up to it’s prediction 
or at least not yet.  For some time this morning the 
waters between me and Protection Island were 
much to rough to be comfortable and were proba-
bly very dangerous for the small craft that we 
cruise these waters in. 
     What can we do about the weather?  Take as 
many classes as you can about understanding 
weather, listen to all forecasts available.  Then as-
sume it might be some worse then predicted and be 
ready to change your plans if it is not as good as 
forecast. 
      That is how we can respond to weather.  How 
do our friends in the Coast Guard respond to a 
storm system moving through.  First of course they

For you new members, this is 
what you do on your boat using the note pad and 
hand held calculator you keep near your helm. 
T 299°  Calculated by applying V to M  
  using the +W and - E rule. 
V  18° E  From your chart - given in the  
  problem. 
M 281°  Calculated by applying D to C using 
  the +W and -E rule 
D 000°  From your compass deviation card - 
  given as zero in the problem 
C 281°  The bearing you obtained with your 
  hand held compass. 

When plotted on your chart, you find the GPS 
position was right on the plotted LOP. With these 
data you assume your GPS is still working and pro-
ceed on your trip and catch LOTS of fish.

Coastal Warning Display Program 

Beginning June 1, 2007, U. S. Coast Guard for-
mally re-established a Coastal Warning Display 
program at selected small boat stations which will 
hoist display flags to warn of small craft advisories, 
gale warnings, storm warnings and hurricane warn-
ings. 

There is no precise definition of a small craft.  
Any vessel that may be adversely affected by 
Small Craft Advisory criteria should be considered 
a small craft.  Other considerations include the ex-
perience of the vessel operator, and the type, over-
all size, and sea worthiness of the vessel.   

For Western USA (WA. OR. & CA.) –  
 Sustained winds of 21 to 33 knots, potentially in 
combination with wave heights exceeding 10 feet 
or wave steepness values exceeding local thresh-
olds .

USPS Weather Course Description 

The Weather course will furnish basic weather 
knowledge for safer and more enjoyable boating. 
The student will learn to make weather predictions 
based upon observations of the sky, upon barome-
ter and wind information, as well as weather data 
provided by maps, satellite images, and radio and 
TV broadcasts. Wx 101 and Wx 102 use a USPS 
supplement manual together with The Weather 
Book from USA Today (second edition, 1997) as 
the textbook.

Instructor Development 
Unlike other USPS courses, the Instructor De-

velopment course is not designed to enhance boat-
ing skills.  Rather, its emphasis is on enhancing 
instructor skills.  The course has been designed to 
demonstrate interactive teaching methods focused 
on adult learning.  Students are required to prepare 
lesson plans and give four presentations to their 
peers utilizing a variety of teaching aids and pres-
entation skills.  Each presentation is to be given on 
a topic from one of the public boating classes with 
the intent that upon completion of the course every 
student will be qualified to teach or proctor at a 
squadron boating class. 

Fully developed suggested lesson plans for 
each chapter are contained in the instructor manual 
and PowerPoint presentations are available, as well 
as overhead transparency masters. 
Many states and adult education programs have 
become concerned with the quality of instruction 
being given to the public, especially in the area of 
boating safety. They are now requiring that anyone 
who teaches the public be able to show evidence 
that they have successfully completed an instructor 
training program. Just as the information in our 
public boating classes must meet or exceed the 
standards set by the National Association of State 
Boating Law Administrators (NASBLA) and the 
individual states, our certification process is de-
signed to make certain our instructors are of the 
highest possible quality. 

With the increase in the number of states re-
quiring mandatory safe boating education, we need 
to be sure that we have not only the best course 
materials but also the best instructors. USPS has 
always been committed to high standards in our 
educational programs and the Instructor Develop-
ment Committee is committed to helping our in-
structors to be “the best they can be.” In order to 
insure that our instructors can show compliance 
with the new state and NASBLA requirements, 
USPS has developed a policy for Instructor Certifi-
cation.
