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Commander’s Report  
Cdr. Del Copeland, P  

I spent a few minutes this morning in the Radar 
Seminar being presented for NOSPS by P/C Hank 
David, P.  I would have preferred to have spent the 
full session but I had other business that needed my 
attention.  The presentation on RADAR reminded 
me of my introduction to RADAR as a young Mid-
shipman in 1950, fresh from a farm in Northern 
Idaho, with only one year at the University as part 
of their Corp of Midshipmen.  I was on the summer 
training cruise on the USS Badoeng Strait (CVE 
116) enroute from San Diego to Pearl Harbor (see 
photo on page 3).  My assignment at this time 
was watch duty in the Combat Information Cen-
ter.  My specific duty on this watch was to report 
the range to the guide (a designated ship in the for-
mation) to the Officer of the Deck on the Bridge so 
he could maintain proper formation.  I was seated 
at a console, about the size of a small desk.  In the 
top of the console was a cathode ray tube which 
they referred to as a scope.  Across this was a line 
of light.  On this line there were two "pips", one 
represented the radar return of the guide and the 
other was a "range mark".  My duty was to keep 
the two "pips" together by turning a crank that 
moved the range mark and at the same time 
changed a series of numbers that indicated the 
range.  I also had to report these numbers to the 
Bridge at certain intervals or when requested.  At 
another scope, called a PPI scope an operator kept 
a bearing line on a contact so that it's return would 
show on the "A" scope that I was operating.  So we 
had two operators just to keep range and bearing 
information available. 

On the radar system Hank showed at the semi-
nar, there was one small box maybe 14x14 and 
maybe 5 inches thick and a small antenna that 
should be mounted as high as possible on a boat.

     I'm sorry I didn't get to stay for the seminar, but 
I have operated a similar system for the past few 
years and have watched my son-in-law, who is a 
retired Navy Captain, use it.  The one I had was 
black and white and if I was buying a new one I 
would go for the colored version because I under-
stand they are much clearer in sunlight.  Also I had 
the weakest power and I might suggest the next up 
in power, not for range but because they might per-
form better in rain or heavy fog. 
     NOSPS offers at least four more seminars.  One, 
GPS/Digital Charting, unfortunately just passed.  
The other three, "Onboard Weather Forecasting", 
"Boat Handling" and "Sail Trim" are new to our 
program, but if their content is as good as what we 
have had they will be very worth while.  The 
Weather Forecasting  is scheduled for February 
2nd so sign up right away.

This is a compass problem. The first thing you 
do is write down T, V. M, D and C vertically. You 
do this when you first learn about a compass in the 
Boating Class and you still do in Navigation. It is 
especially important when out on your boat! You 
then fill in the information you have. 

 
T  136 ° The Zn of the sun your JN or N 
  friend or you calculated. 
V    18° E  From your chart. 
M 118°  Calculated by applying V to T using 
  the +W and -E rule. 
D 000°  Calculated by the difference  
  between M and C using the  
  +W and -E rule. 
C 118°  The bearing of the sun you  
  determined using the string shadow 
  cast by the sun. 
 

It has been my experience that many people 
assume that hand held compasses have no devia-
tion. In general this is probably true. BUT it is not 
always. I have had several that had some built in 
error and your glasses (using a hockey puck style 
compass) can have an effect. Metal pilling on 
docks can also have a big effect as well as your TV 
set or other large metal objects or electronic equip-
ment on your boat. 

Note to all Advanced Pilots, if you take the 
Junior Navigation Class next time it is offered you 
could do your own calculations to determine the 
true bearing of the sun from any position at any  
time.

 There are basically (4) reasons why you may not 
be able to access the NOSPS website 
www.calmseas.org, when you try to navigate to the 
webpage. 
 

1) The webpage is currently being updated with 
changes, such as an update to News and Events, or 
the most recent issue of Straitlines is being posted 
to the site, or perhaps a new link is being added.  
These changes generally take place very  quickly 
and you will seldom notice an interruption in ser-
vice.  In many cases the changes are “hot” changes, 
meaning that the information is updated without 
even bringing the website down. 

2) The webpage is down because backups are 
being run.  A full backup of the server hard drive is 
run once a month and takes several hours to com-
plete.  An attempt is made to run this backup in the 
wee hours of the morning or Sunday evenings, 
when there is less chance of activity against the 
site.  In many cases, a broadcast message is 
emailed to the membership informing members of 
the upcoming interruption in service. 

3) Automatic updates have been downloaded 
and installed onto the web server requiring a reboot 
of the server.  This occurs, perhaps once a month, 
and is rarely noticed. 

4)The local internet service has gone down due 
to various causes such as flooding or a cut line. 
However the member's computer can still access 
the internet, because the outage hasn't affected 
their area.  Outages spanning days have been en-
countered in the Sequim area. 

 
If, for some reason you can't access 

www.calmseas.org, try again in a few minutes.  If 
that doesn't work, try again in an hour.  Then, if the 
site is still unavailable, and there is no news of an 
outage, place a call to Tech Support; I.e. The Web-
master.  Your patience during these various out-
ages is appreciated.
