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What is the first thing you do when you get
hind the wheel of your car? If you are like mokt
us, you buckle up, start the engine and glandees
fuel gauge to make sure you can make it to the
store. It's easy to take it for granted that thest
have air, the battery is in good shape, plenty of
coolant in the system, etc. Because you use yd
car every day you can be fairly confident of the
overall condition.

As we all know, starting your boat is differer
in many ways. Your checkoff list for your boat
most likely starts with checking that the seacocl
are open. While in the engine compartment chg

ing the seacocks, you check the oil level, belts an

overall condition of the bilge. Because of the-sg
sonal nature of boating for most of us, we realiz
the importance of a checkoff list, and follow itidi
gently.

Sometimes, though, we need to remind our
selves that it is our responsibility to be moreesb
vant, especially during the off-season. Becausg

the harsh environment we keep our vessels in, |

guent inspections of alhe systems need to be
made. During your weekly or monthly visit to
your boat, get into the habit of inspecting your-r
ning lights, bilge pump operation and electronic

while running the engines. Soon you will realiz¢

that these inspections are paying off, and you'll
start poking around other systems. As you che
the bilge pumps, for instance, you might notice
one of the automatic switches doesn'’t turn theel

e_
(0]
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pump on. Again, because of the environment, this

is actually a fairly common problem, and can be

come very serious. You might luck out and spott a

minor hydraulic fluid leak on the steering and ig¢
fixed before it becomes a major issue. Get use
checking out your entire boat on a regular basig
and you will be pleasantly surprised how easy i
to get ready for that first cruise of the season!

Beginning Jan. 1, 2008, boat operator's age
to 20 years old will be required to carry a boate
education card when operating a motorboat of ]
horsepower or greater on Washington’s waterw
The card requirement applies to boaters born o
after Jan 1, 1955 and will be phased in through
2014. Boaters born before Jan. 1, 1955 are ex¢g
from this law. To meet the new education requi
ments, boaters can take a course in a classroo
online, or they can take the exam at home. A
course to qualify for the card is also availabteir
