A Merit Mark is USPS’s official way of 
saying “Thank you” for the effort you put in during 
the year to help the organization. ANY  member 
can earn a Merit Mark in a Calendar year by help-
ing at the Squadron, District or National level.  A 
rule of thumb is to put in a minimum of 20 hours of 
personal effort during the year. Just taking a class 
does not count as work for the squadron.  Since we 
are an all volunteer organization, many members 
other than office holders are awarded a Merit Mark 
for the work they did during the year.  We gave out 
over 30 Merit Marks in 2005.  Many members 
want to earn one each year as a sign of the number 
of years they have been a member.  When you have 
collected 5 Merit Marks he/she becomes a Senior 
Member of USPS; 25 Merit Marks qualifies a 
member as a “Life Member” and the national an-
nual dues are free!  Each year we recommend 
members names along with what they accom-
plished for the squadron to National USPS and 
only the Chief Commander can issue a Merit Mark. 

The question may be “how can I earn a Merit 
Mark”?  It’s easy – get involved. We have an open-
ing for Publicity Chair and Safety Chair – 2 good 
opportunities to earn a Merit Mark.  Give me a call 
and we can discuss each of these.

What 
is the magnetic variation listed on the Nautical 
Charts you are using on your boat?  Be sure to 
participate in Bob’s GPS test on page  5 of this 
issue.

TACOMA BRIDGE TRAFFIC REQUIRE-
MENTS FOR SUMMER 2006

 Starting in June, three big ships will arrive 

from Korea carrying 46 huge roadway bridge deck 
sections and the lifting operations will commence.  
1. From mid June through September, off and on, 
there will be a ship permanently stationed between 
the western tower of the bridge and the shore on 
the Gig Harbor side. 
2. The huge roadway deck sections will each be 
transferred from the ship to a lifting BARGE to 
ferry each deck section to the middle spans directly 
under the bridge crane. They will be lifted from the 
barge to the bridge roadway deck for installation. 
3. BOATERS ARE REQUIRED TO KEEP 500 
FEET AWAY FROM THE SHIP AND THE 
LIFTING BARGE ON ALL SIDES. You can pass 
between the barge and the ship as long as you keep 
500 feet away from each. 
4. There will be no other obstructions in the Nar-
rows except for the Ship and the Barge. Stay 500 
feet away from each. Note: There is 2800 feet in 
between the two middle caissons so ample room 
will be available. 
5. The barge will be equipped with thrusters and 
GPS for exact positioning under the bridge crane 
for lifting. 
6. Lifting operations will be at or near slack wa-
ter. There will be no lifting operations in heavy fog 
or winds over 25 mph. There will be no lifting op-
erations on Sunday. 
7. There will be no VHF communication with 
bridge construction operations, however the crews 
will hail you with a bullhorn if you get too close.

National Safe Boating Week – NOSPS version 
 

 Once again to kick off the 2006 season of safe 
boating, the week of May 21-27 was designated as Na-
tional Safe Boating Week by the North American Safe 
Boating Campaign along with USPS and USCG. We 
had the Mayor Proclamation supporting this campaign 
signed by Port Angeles Mayor, Karen Rogers, a former 
member of NOSPS.
