     Solution for June Navigation Quiz 

For those of you who solved the problem in 
your head the answer is: the height of the tide 
would increase 33 inches. For those of you who 
worked the answer out on a piece of scratch paper 
the answer is: 

Time  Hgt. of tide 
1000 1.0 ft 
1600 +10.0ft. 
  11.0 ft. Differences. The tide takes  
   6 hours to rise 11.0 feet. 
 

According to the rule of 1/12: 
    During   Height change 
1000-1100         1/12 
1100-1200         2/12 
1200-1300         3/12 
1300-1400         3/12 
1400-1500         2/12 
1500-1600         1/12 
 
One twelfth of one foot is one inch, therefore, 

1/12 of 11 feet is 11 inches. Between 1300 and 
1400 the tide rises 3/12 of 11 feet so the total in-
crease would be 3 X 11 =33 inches. That would be 
a considerable increase requiring you to secure the 
boat high up on the beach so you could reach the 
securing line when you returned at 1400.

XO’s Report Continued from Page 1 
only interviews family applicants on Tuesdays or 
Thursdays.  The interview lasts about one hour, 
they take your picture and fingerprints on the spot, 
and issue the NEXUS card, together with a Pass Id 
number and also a BR number, which is used to 
report to US Customs on a return cruise to the US.  
The BR number is not contained on the NEXUS 
card.  The NEXUS card can be used to access the 
NEXUS lane at the Peace Arch and can be used for 
entering Canada by water.  The traveler needs to 
take both the NEXUS card as well as his/her pass-
port.  There are some tricky regulations in using 
the NEXUS card, so it is incumbent on the appli-
cant to pay close attention during the interview.  
One more caveat: when filing out the application, 
make sure you list all the names you've previously 
used; such as previous married names.  If you don't 
pass the interview, you can only reapply after a 
waiting time of 90 days and you have to start all 
over again, with another fee, etc.  Homeland Secu-
rity is very picky.
