As I’m sitting here writing, I’m yearning for 
fair skies and light winds on the Strait so Sandy 
and I can take our 9 year old grandson to the San 
Juan Islands.  He visited us from his home in 
Alaska last year and found out how much fun boat-
ing can be in our neck of the woods.  We’ve been 
watching the weather report for the past few days 
and the winds and wave heights have been a bit 
troublesome.  Let’s hope for improvement.  Having 
lived in Alaska for almost thirty years we learned 
to establish “safety limits” for ourselves.  Alaska’s 
remote regions can be very unforgiving if you do 
not abide by self imposed safety rules.

If 
you want them to love boating as much as you do, 
be kind to them.

Strait Talk Continued From Page 1 
feels about ethanol in a marine environment.  A 
Google or two later, I came up with a website that 
states:  “The fuel-system components of Mercury 
engines will withstand up to 10 percent ethanol in 
gasoline-the maximum level currently allowed by 
the EPA in the U.S.  Fuels containing higher levels 
of ethanol are not considered acceptable for use, 
and the use of fuels containing ethanol higher than 
10 percent can void the warranty.”  This informa-
tion was obtained from 
http://northamerica.mercurymarine.com/serviceand
warranty/outboardfaqs/ethanol.php#6.  You may 
want to check your engine manufacturer to find out 
if the situation is similar for your engine.

Education Officer’s Report 
P/C Ron Jones, SN.   

Now is the time for our instructors to start plan-
ning what courses they will teach this fall and for 
our members to plan what courses they will take.  
NOSPS will make every effort to offer our mem-
bers the opportunity to enroll in the course of their 
choice by offering every USPS Advanced Grade 
Course, Elective Course, and Seminar.  The fol-
lowing is a brief description of each of the courses 
we will be offering: 

Advanced Grade Courses 
Five Advanced Grade courses are offered by 

USPS.  They are designed to be taken in sequence 
because each builds on skills taught in the previous 
course. 

Seamanship covers basic deck seamanship, 
marlinspike (knots and ropes), anchoring and raft-
ing, basic boat care and maintenance, and nautical 
and USPS customs and etiquette. 

Piloting is the first and most basic navigation 
course, covering chart reading, course plotting, and 
basic coastal or inland navigation, including basic 
GPS usage. This course goes into more detail than 
the charting information covered in the public 
courses. 

Advanced Piloting covers more advanced 
coastal navigation techniques, navigation in tides 
and currents, and more advanced GPS usage. 

Junior Navigation teaches the basics of off-
shore navigation, including basic celestial naviga-
tion using the sun and offshore course planning. 

Navigation is the most advanced navigation 
course taught by USPS, covering more advanced 
celestial navigation techniques, emergency naviga-
tion, and additional sight reduction techniques. 

Elective Courses 
Six Elective Courses are offered by USPS.  

They cover separate and independent topics and 
therefore may be taken in any order according to a 
member’s interests and time. 

Engine Maintenance covers the operating 
principles and basic care and maintenance of out-
board and inboard engines, including diesels. 

Marine Electronics covers installation and 
maintenance of both boat electrical systems (AC 
and DC) and marine electronics (VHF radio, GPS, 
RADAR, etc).

When you extrapolate the 1980 variation to 
2008 you are assuming that the rate of change in 
the local variation does not change over that time 
span. Therefore: 

2008 current year 
1980 year of compass rose in cruising atlas 
    28 elapsed years 
  x 6 annual rate of decrease from compass rose 
 168’ total minutes, 
-120’ subtract 120’ for 2° 
    48’ total decrease 2° 48’ 
 
21° 15’ E variation in 1980 
  2° 48’ total decrease to 2008 
18° 27’ calculated variation for 2008 
You would use 18° E as the variation. 
 
According to the current small craft chart of the 

area the variation given for 2007 is 17° 30’ E with 
an annual decrease of 11’. Therefore in 2008 you 
would use 17° E as the variation.  This is an error 
of only 1° over 28 years. However, do not get too 
smug about being able to safely use old charts. The 
variation for the same time span given on outdated 
charts I have of the area are: 

1990 20° 00’ E annual decrease 4’ 
1998 19° 15’ E annual decrease 5’ 
2001 18° 45’ E annual decrease 7’ 
 
This is not a complete list, but the rates of 

change average (5.3’), close to an annual decrease 
of 6’ as given in the 1980 compass rose. Today the 
annual decrease is 11’ and at this rate the variation 
will change over a degree in 6 years. Be sure and 
continue to use current charts.

Sail covers everything from the basic elements 
of how a sailboat works to sail trim, rig tuning, and 
sailboat racing. 

Instructor Development teaches effective 
communication skills for not only USPS instruc-
tors but everyone, covering various methods of 
presenting information to others, effective use of 
audiovisual aids (including PowerPoint), etc. 

USPS Seminars 
Using VHF &VHF/DSC Marine Radio VHF ra-
dio is the mainstay of coastal communication and 
essential for emergency communications.  DSC 
vastly simplifies and improves rescue and routine 
call signaling – making it easier to make a call 
while the system frees up Channel 16 for essential 
communications. However, you need to know how 
to use it. This seminar answers those needs and 
explains basic VHF operation. A CD is included 
with a DSC Simulator that allows you to practice 
on your computer at home. A handy waterproof 
McGraw-Hill Captain’s Quick Guide Using VHF 
is included with essential information that you 
should have aboard, which will explain to anyone 
on your crew how to use the radio.
