According to Washington State Regulations:* if a 
"tender/dinghy" is used ONLY for getting back and 
forth between the "mother" vessel and shore/dock, it 
must display the "mother" vessel’s registration 
number with a "1" at the end; for example: WN 2345 
JF 1. This number must be displayed on BOTH sides 
of the forward half of the hull.  Remember, the State 
sticker must be AFT, or after the number sequence 
on both sides of the hull.  
 
1.   If a motor is attached, and it is greater than 10 
 hp,  the tender/dinghy must have its' own State 
 Registration number. 
2. If the tender/dinghy is used for purposes other 

than, or in addition to, going back and forth 
between the mother vessel and shore, (e.g. 
fishing, checking crab pots, etc.) it must have it’s 
own State Registration number. 

3. Violation of these above conditions could 
subject you to $190.00 in fines. 

 
National Vessel Safety Check Day is scheduled for 
June 2. A banner and sandwich board have been 
made by Ted Shanks for the NOSPS Vessel 
Examiners (VEs) to use when we setup a VSC 
station. To date, our six Vessel Examiners' have to 
collectively checked 44 vessels. At the last check of 
the National USPS website, of the total of 38 checks 
done in the District #16 area, 22 were done by our 
VEs. Congratulations to all those members involved 
with this effort.  
 
June 9 is also the "Training Day" Scheduled with the 
USCG at Ediz Hook. We have invited PA Yacht 
Club, Sequim Yacht Club, and USCG Auxiliary to 
join us.

Don't forget to bring your old/outdated flares to 
practice with. 
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4. If you are in a powerboat, and only a light wind is 
blowing, you should pass a sailboat by:  
 
A. steering as far away as possible with a minimum 

wake. 
B.  turning and going behind it so you do not have to 
slow down. 
C.  staying to windward. 
D.  treating it as you would another powerboat.  
 
5. On a wide, deep lake, under a beautiful blue sky, 
you are in a powerboat. You approach a group of sail-
boats, all of which seem to be the some size and going 
the same direction. Continuing your present course will 
take you through the middle of this group. You should :  
 
A.  turn so as to pass on the windward side of all the 
boats, at least fifty feet away.  
B.  continue course but reduce speed a little because, as 
the overtaking boat, you have the right-of-way.  
C.  turn so as to pass as far to leeward of the group as 
possible because they are probably racing.  
D.  slow down and come up alongside one to ask what 
they are doing.
