-Minutes: The minutes of the previous meeting were ap-
proved as printed in the Straitlines. 
-Straitlines: Hank suggested that it would be much easier 
to get Straitlines out in time for the first meeting if the 
Board Meetings were held on the third Monday of the 
month. It was moved, seconded and passed by the board 
that our Board meetings be held on the third Monday. Our 
next meeting will be held on June 16th at 9AM. 
-Roster: Hank is making up the roster for the 2003-2004 
year. There was some discussion as to whether boat slip 
locations could be included on the roster. 
-Web Page: Pros and cons of having the Straitlines on the 
Web Site was discussed. JoAnn will continue to investigate 
the possibilities. 
-Treasurer’s Report: We need to cut the budget by 50% 
this year, (not including dinners and classes.) The budget is 
still being worked on at this time. 
-Feedback on dinner: Speaker was great. Food was good. 
It was discussed that a letter be sent to people who make 
reservations and do not show up asking that they pay for 
the dinner that was ordered for them. 
-Executive Officer: Most accidents occur during the peak 
boating season of June, July and August. Try out 
www.uscg.org for some good safety information. 
-Safety: A discussion was held as to how many people 
might be interested in testing out PFDs in a local swimming 
pool. Chris will look into this possibility. An article will be 
written for Straitlines. Chris is in need of building materials 
for fire demo. 
-Vessel Safety Check: Nancy is coordinating times and 
people for safety checks. She is thinking of putting up a 
“sandwich board” in the marina area when safety check 
people are available and where they could be located. 
-Administrative Officer:  Tom will need help on organiz-
ing the picnic at Sequim Bay State Park on September 5th 
and 6th. There will be a $5 parking charge per car. No 
charge if you come in by boat. Friday night will be a pot-
luck with possibly clams available at an extra cost. Satur-
day night will be burgers, brats etc for $8 each. The tele-
phone committee will need to call and find out dinner pref-
erences for Saturday night. 
-Membership: There should be an increase in membership 
while Pt. Wilson Squadron gets started, and then a decline 
when their members transfer to their own squadron. 
-Operations Training: Joel Magisos will be conducting 
training for all board members this year. Date to be an-
nounced. 
Squadron Education Officer: We will need to have the 
dates for public boating classes into national by the end of 
June.

The Langley Education conference was a good meeting. 
Some members had a hard time getting over there due to 
ferry cancellations. National is trying to iron out all the 
errors in educational materials. Many new editions of 
courses are coming out. National membership is up by 500 
members. District membership is down. America’s Boat-
ing Course will be replacing Boat Smart. Some new 
courses may be taken online, in a regular classroom, and 
home study. Some exams can also be taken online. Home-
land Security reminds boaters that they must contact Navy 
or CG vessels on Channel 16 if coming within close prox-
imity of the vessels. Commander’s Challenge has been 
changed somewhat for this year and the new description is 
available form Frank Dvorak. Power Point Projector $500 
is available from District 16. Deadline for the Chapman 
Award is fast approaching and letters must be gathered. 
Two pictures and a biography are needed of Robert Brum-
mett. 
Old Business: Work continues on the squadron budget. 
Twelve or thirteen people attended the fire demo conducted 
by Craig Paulson. A collection was made to buy two small 
bears for the little girls who rode the NOSPS Float in the 
Irrigation Festival Parade. The squadron will make up for 
the difference between the amount donated and the actual 
cost. 
New Business: It was moved, seconded and approved that 
Peyton Greenough be NOSPS Education Officer. Peyton 
urged people to attend District 16 Rendezvous at Port Or-
chard the weekend of June 20th. Applications to attend were 
printed in the Straitlines. The next Board Meeting will be 
held at Café Garden on June 16th at 9am. Articles for the 
Straitlines are due as soon as possible. 
Meeting was adjourned at 11:10 AM.

The presentation by John Gallager at the May squadron 
meeting was terrific.  I think everyone there enjoyed his 
enthusiasm and his ability to capture your imagination.  
Everyone in the audience had to come away with a greater 
appreciation for the bodies in the sky and their significance 
to our history.   
 
I hope all of the USPS members who have taken JN picked 
up on a potential problem with the formula given for the 
relationship between your latitude, the declination of the 
sun and the angle between the horizon and the sun when it 
passes your longitude at noon.  This formula will work 
while you are in north latitude and the declination of the 
sun is north.  It will also work when the declination of the 
sun is sourth if you used the table of the sun’s declination 
provided.  It will not work if you are in south latitude. 
 
The sun’s declination in the table provided described decli-
nation north of the equator as being positive in sign and 
when it is south it has a negative sign.  This is not the way 
declination is provided in the nautical almanac. 
 
For those of you interested in the relationship between lati-
tude, declination of the sun any time during the year at me-
ridian transit wherever you are and its altitude all you have 
to do is take JN the next time it is offered.
