A review of the Squadron’s database shows that 
our current membership is composed of 57 mem-
bers that have not taken any advanced grade 
classes, 23 Seaman, 34 Pilots, 34 Advanced Pilots, 
7 Junior Navigators, and 2 Senior Navigators. The 
elective classes appear to be more popular than the 
above advanced grade classes.  The Engine Main-
tenance Class being the most popular with 53 of 
our members having completed it, next in popular-
ity is the Weather Class and Operations Training 
with 48 graduates each, and, in fourth place, the 
Marine Electronics Class with 40 graduates. Al-
most tied for fifth place, is Instructor Qualification 
with 26 graduates and Cruise Planning with 21 
graduates. Only 10 members have taken the Sail 
Class.  
 
As of mid May slightly over 30 of our members 
have taken advantage of the FREE Vessel Safety 
Checks (VSC) offered by our team of five Vessel 
Safety Examiners (VSE).  To schedule a VSC, log 
on to the NOSPS web site and click on the Activi-
ties button. Next click on the Safety Committee 
link to display a list of our VSEs and their phone 
numbers.  Call any VSE to schedule your FREE 
VSC. The URL for the NOSPS web site is http://
www.usps.org/localusps/olympic/   When the US 
Coast Guard is stopping and inspecting boats for 
required safety equipment they are more likely to 
stop boats that are not displaying a VSC Decal. 
 
 
Richard Michels, Tom Chandler and I attended the 
District 16 Education Seminar on the 15th of May.  
The items presented included the need to have our 
Public Boating Course instructors certified by tak-
ing and passing the Instructor Qualification Class.   
This will be a requirement to teach the class when 

the State of Washington passes the law requiring 
operators of a boat to take and pass a boating 
safety class to obtain an operators license. Also 
discussed were the changes that are being made 
to the Seamanship class and several Learning 
Guides. To keep all of our classes and learning 
guides up to date requires a lot of volunteer work.  
The USPS National committees are looking for 
members that can help with revising and review-
ing the material, also help is needed to grade ex-
ams as the flow time to grade some exams is now 
approaching eight weeks.  If you would like to 
volunteer to help out on one of the USPS Na-
tional committees send your resume, stating your 
qualifications, to the chairperson of the commit-
tee you have an interest in supporting.  
 
Set a goal this year to take an Advanced Grade or 
an Elective class.  Call our SEO, Richard 
Michels, to let him know what class or classes 
you would be interested in taking so he can plan 
the class schedules and get the classrooms re-
served. Remember you need to sign up for classes 
thirty days prior to the start date to allow time to 
get the class materials shipped to us.

  Summer Solstice  
 
The summer solstice occurs this year on June 20, 
at 17:57 PST. The summer solstice is the longest 
day of the year, in the sense that the length of time 
elapsed between sunrise and sunset on this day is 
a maximum for the year. In the northern hemi-
sphere, the longest day of the year when the Sun 
is farthest north. The summer solstice marks the 
first day of the season of summer. The declination 
of the Sun on the (northern) summer solstice is 
known as the tropic of cancer (23° 27' N).  
It is officially the first day of summer. It is also re-
ferred to as Midsummer because it is roughly the 
middle of the growing season throughout much of 
the northern hemisphere. It is said that whatever is 
dreamed this night will come to pass—certainly 
Shakespeare acknowledged the magic of this time 
in A Midsummer Night’s Dream 
The seasons of the year are caused by the 23.45º 
tilt of the earth's axis. Because the earth is rotating 
like a top or gyroscope, the North Pole points in a 
fixed direction continuously -- towards a point in 
space near the North Star. But the earth is also 
revolving around the sun. During half of the year, 
the southern hemisphere is more exposed to the 
sun than is the northern hemisphere. During the 
rest of the year, the reverse is true. At noontime in 
the Northern Hemisphere the sun appears high in 
the sky during summertime, and low during winter. 
The time of the year when the sun reaches its 
maximum elevation occurs on the summer solstice 
-- the day with the greatest number of daylight 
hours. It typically occurs on, or within a day or two 
of, JUN-21 -- the first day of summer. The lowest 
elevation occurs about DEC-21 and is the winter 
solstice-- the first day of winter, when the night 
time hours reach their maximum.  
 "Solstice" is derived from two Latin words: "sol" 
meaning sun, and "sistere," to cause to stand still. 
This is because, as the summer solstice ap-
proaches, the noonday sun rises higher and higher 
in the sky on each successive day. On the day of 
the solstice, it rises an imperceptible amount, com-
pared to the day before. In this sense, it "stands 
still."                                                                                                        
This is the time of the first harvest, which usually 
consisted of the herbs planted during the Vernal 
Equinox. Used for food, medicines and ritual, these 
gifts of the land clearly denote the importance of 
the harvest and the cycle of growth to the body, 
mind and soul.

F.C.C. LICENSED 
MARINE RADAR 

QUALIFIED 

While waiting for the results of the Canadian Boat-
ers Certification test May 2nd, the discussion made 
it clear that many are unsure of the Licensing re-
quirements for recreational boats. The following is 
from the FCC at http://wireless.fcc.gov/marine/
fctsht14.html 

WHO NEEDS A MARINE LICENSE? 

You do not need a license to operate a marine VHF 
radio, radar, or EPIRBs aboard voluntary ships op-
erating domestically.  

· The term "voluntary" refers to ships, less 
than 20 meters in length, ships that are not 
required by law to carry a radio.  Recrea-
tional Boats. 

· Domestic means ships (recreational boats) 
that DO NOT travel internationally. That 
includes British Columbia. Even for a short 
time. 

Ships that use MF/HF single side-band radio, satel-
lite communications, or telegraphy must continue 
to be licensed by the FCC.  

Additionally, if you travel to Canada, you are re-
quired to have an operator permit. That is available 
without testing by the FCC. In Canada, they re-
quire their boaters to carry a similar permit that re-
quires a test on radio operating procedures, like the 
boater’s certification. 

WHAT IS THE COST? 

I mis-stated the cost that day; it changed in Sep-
tember 2003. An FCC license now costs $200 and 
is good for 10 years. 

The operator permits permit costs $50, but is good 
for life. 

DIGITAL SELECTIVE CALLING (DSC) AND 
DISTRESS CAPABILITY?   

If your radio has a button under a little red cover, it 
has DSC capability. You must obtain a nine-digit 
maritime mobile service identity (MMSI) and pro-

grammed into the unit before you transmit.  

If your vessel requires licensing by the FCC, a rec-
reational boat traveling to B.C. or over 20 meters, 
you will obtain an MMSI during the application/
licensing process when you file FCC Form 159 and 
605 with the FCC.  Those already licensed through 
the FCC should check their Ships License, as you 
may already have a MMSI number disguised as a 
“Ship Station Identity”, just below the boat name. 
If your license doesn’t have the MMSI number, it 
is $50 for the change. You might consider waiting 
for the renewal. 

If your vessel does not require an FCC license you 
may obtain an MMSI by contacting BoatUS or oth-
ers listed at the FCC web site.  

On April 17, 1996, the U.S. Coast Guard sus-
pended enforcement activities concerning FCC Ra-
dio Station Licenses carried aboard voluntary 
ships.  

A contact I made with the Coast Guard’s Global 
Marine Distress and Safety System said they are 
working to drop the charges for licensing and issu-
ing MMSI numbers because it is the public interest 
to have all boaters in the system. The FCC moves 
slowly, so I wouldn’t hold my breath. 

Next month I will discuss how DSC and the MMSI 
can be used and how it may save lives.

COMPUTER TIPS 
What's SPYWARE? 
"There ...'are' ... many PC surveillance tools that allow a user to 
monitor all kinds of activity on a computer, ranging from keystroke 
capture, snapshots, email logging, chat logging and just about every-
thing else. These tools are often designed for parents, businesses and 
similar environments, but can be easily abused if they are installed 
on your computer without your knowledge. 
While legitimate adware companies will disclose the nature of data 
that is collected and transmitted in their privacy statement ... there is 
almost no way for the user to actually control what data is being 
sent. The fact is that the technology is in theory capable of sending 
much more than just banner statistics - and this is why many people 
feel uncomfortable with the idea." 
In other words, Spyware is computer code that lives on your com-
puter, monitors what you do, and then sends that information back to 
someone else's computer. Besides 'spying' on your activities, it does 
it's part in slowing down your computer. Unless you have a specific 
reason for spyware to be on your computer, you should remove it. 
I recently ran a spyware removal program against my computer and 
found I had spyware in 83 separate files, mostly 'cookies'. I scanned 
and removed these files by downloading a free program called Ad-
aware6.0 from http://www.arnoldco.com/help/html/adaware6.html.

I just wanted to advise you all that there have been 
some changes to the CANPASS program, effective 
May 21, 2004.  We have added 4 new CANPASS 
only sites in the Gulf Islands.
