     Solution for May Navigation Quiz 

First you need to determine the Mean High 
Water (MHW) for your area. These data are usu-
ally found in the tide tables prepared by NOAA. 
The data given are: 

Mean tide 6.1 ft and tidal range of 6.7 ft. Half 
of 6.7 = 3.35 therefore the mean height of the tide 
would range from 6.1 ft + 1/2 of the range for 
Mean High Water to 6.1 ft - 1i2 of the rang for 
Mean Low Water. For our problem: 

 6.10 ft  Mean Tide. 
    +3.35 ft  1/2 of range. 
 9.45  Mean High Water (MHW) 
The charted depth of 55 feet is measured above 

MHW and the MHW is referenced to 0 height of 
tide (Mean Lower Low Water). Therefore: 

 55.0 ft.   Charted Clearance. 
  +9.45 ft  Mean High Water (MHW). 
      64.45 ft   or 64.5 ft Clearance of bridge 

      above 0 height of tide. 
When you determine the clearance for you 

friends boat you will need to know the height of 
the tide at the time of passage and if it is a + tide 
subtract it from the 64.5 or if it is - add to the 64.5. 
From this, you will have to subtract the height of 
the boats mast, that you will get from your friend, 
to see if the boat can safely pass.

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Rule of  1/12 for Tide Predictions 
 
   This presentation is in memory of Bob Smith. 

Bob was a member of Portland Power Squadron. 
He had a grade of AP. However, he was an ac-
complished celestial navigator, naval architect, 
open ocean sail boat racer and friend. He taught 
the SAIL class in Portland for years where his 
students sat enthralled by his description as to 
why a sail boat sailed. He also wrote the book 
“ANCHORS — Selection and Use”. It was re-
viewed in The Ensign in October 1997. 
 
    Years ago Bob said to me “Why is it that the 

USPS does not teach the rule of 1/12 when pre-
dicting the height of the tide? You can estimate 
the height of tide in your head.” I had no idea 
and did not even know what he was talking about. 
I did find a brief description in one of the NOAA 
tide tables. We do now. 
 
    Simply stated, the rule of 1/12 for height of 

tide goes something like this: 
 
    During the tidal cycle, usually 6 hours long, 

the height of the tide changes at the following 
rate, relative to the total height change from high 
to low or low to high, during each hour of the 
usual 6 hour cycle. 
 
 During hour   Height change  
 0 to 1   1/12 
 1 to 2   2/12 
 2 to 3  3/12 
 3 to 4   3/12 
 4 to 5  2/12 
 5 to 6  1/12 
 
For example: 
Lowtide   @   2000   -1.0 foot 
High tide @   1400    9.0 feet 
Difference       6 hours  10.0 feet 
 
    One twelfth of one foot is one inch. Therefore, 

if you consider the tidal range in feet as given in 
the tide book, the same number in inches will 
make the conversion, thus 1/12 of 10 feet is 10 
inches. This would mean that the tidal change for 
this example would be: 

 During hour   Height change  
 0 to 1   10 inches 
 1 to 2   20 inches 
 2 to 3  30 inches 
 3 to 4   30 inches 
 4 to 5  20 inches 
 5 to 6  10 inches 
 
    The tidal cycle from high to low or reverse in 

our area can vary considerably from the usual 6 
hour duration. You can divide the published time 
into a 1/6 interval by converting the hours into 
minutes, by multiplying hours by 60 and then di-
viding the total minutes by 6. We can easily have 
tidal duration’s of about 5 hours or as long as 7 
hours or more.  
 
     Using 5 hours for an example: 
5 hours x 60 = 300 minutes / 6 = 50 minutes for 

a 1/6th interval. 
 
     Using 7 hours for an example: 
7 hours x 60 = 420 minutes / 6 = 70 minutes or 1 

hour and 10 minutes for a 1/6th interval. 
 
     For most practical purposes these 1/6th inter-

vals can usually be considered to be one hour. 
 
    REMEMBER  the tide are PREDICTIONS 

of what is to come. Keep in mind that weather 
alters tides and what we get for weather reports 
are also PREDICTIONS.

You can also tell your friends that ef-
fective January 1st, 2008, all boaters 20 years of 
age or less must have the new WA State Boater 
Operator's card.

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MARINE WEATHER FORECAST 
STUDY ACROSS  D16 

 How many of you have complained about the 
accuracy of weather forecasts?  I would bet that 
almost every boater has been out on the water 
when an unexpected weather event has occurred.  
The National Weather Service (NWS) spends a 
lot of effort in toward improving its forecasts.  
Every forecast issued is compared with existing 
observations.  In this way the NWS hopes to 
identify trends so that forecast models or fore-
caster biases can be highlighted and corrective 
action taken.  Unfortunately, there are marine ar-
eas in which no or few observations are available.  
That is one of the reasons why the NWS is at-
tempting to provide ways for knowledgeable 
mariners, such as member of the U.S. Power 
Squadrons, to send observations directly to the 
forecasters. 

 Every year, the NWS office in Seattle and the 
Puget Sound Chapter of the American Meteoro-
logical Society, co sponsor a two day conference.  
In such conferences, scientists from throughout 
this region present papers on various aspects of 
weather.  Verification scores (how good or how 
bad forecasts were) are usually a topic of at least 
one of these papers.  In listening to one of these 
presentation this past March, it occurred to me 
that there is a disconnect between what these 
verification scores show, and what I hear from 
my boating friends.  The scores, especially in the 
first 12 hours, show that the NWS forecasts are 
usually quite good.  The feedback I hear from 
boaters is that often these forecasts are way off. 

 There are many possible reasons for this.  
People often will remember the one bad instance 
and forget the several excellent forecasts.  The 
forecasts cover a relatively large area.  However, 
within that large area there can be great differ-
ences.  The NWS expects boaters to realize this 
and be capable of recognizing where such devia-
tions may occur.  The forecast, especially the seas 
forecast, is for wave heights that an experienced 
observer would see when on the water.  Extreme 
wave heights, higher than the forecast, will occur 

.I would like to do a study using the USPS 
people as a source of information.  USPS people 
in District 16 do a lot of boating.  Before you go 
out, you should somehow get a weather forecast – 
especially wind and wave forecasts.  I would like  

you to keep track of this throughout this boating 
year.  On the following page is a form that shows 
the information I need.  Essentially, I need you to 
record 1) what wind speeds and wave heights are 
expected, 2) what was the source of that forecast, 
3) at what time did you get that forecast, 4) for 
what area was the forecast, 5) what time were you 
out on the water, 6) what wind and wave condi-
tions did you experience, and 7) give a 1 to 5 
classification of the “goodness” of the forecast. 

 The NWS is not the only source of weather 
information.  NOAA weather radio and the U.S. 
Coast Guard are two of the main outlets for NWS 
forecasts.  However, commercial radio and televi-
sion also issue forecasts that may or may not 
agree with those developed by the NWS.  Also, 
there may be large differences from the North 
Sound to the South Sound or from the morning to 
the afternoon.  Finally, forecasts do change as 
later information is received.  That is why I need 
the background data. 

I would like you to do this through the end of 
September.  At that time, either mail or email 
your forms to me.  Hopefully, I will receive hun-
dreds of reports.  I will collate the results and 
compare them with the NWS verification scores 
for comparable days, times, and areas.  Contact 
me if you have any questions.
