CAPE HORN 
One Man’s Dream, one Woman’s Nightmare 

By Reanne Hemmingway-Douglas

Most couples forge strong bonds with one another 
before setting off on a demanding adventure.  In the 
case of the author of this book and her husband, Don, 
it seems to this reader that the forging happened over 
ten months on the unforgiving Pacific Ocean in a 
leaking sailboat.  After reading this woman’s 
account, it is dumbfounding to know that this is the 
couple who provided the program at the Squadron’s 
February dinner; that they ever got back on another 
boat together; that they live aboard a large power 
boat, cruise to Alaska almost every year, explore the 
west coast of the Queen Charlottes and write 
extremely credible marine guidebooks.  Charlie 
Brown, a guy who ought to know, says that they are 
excellent. 
 
The leaking started in Mexico when the crew bailed 
out leaving only the skipper with his obsessive 
dream to round Cape Horn and his tag-along, 
inexperienced wife to sail across some of the 
loneliest, longest, most demanding waters on the 
planet.  The hull leaked when they left Acapulco for 
Easter Island and it got worse.  Reanne’s  depiction 
of  trying to light the alcohol stove while seasick and 
then finding water sloshing over the floorboards 
made this reviewer cringe – and this was in the first 
week out!   
 
Weather was the nightmare on the run from Easter 
Island to Chile’s southern coast.  In that maelstrom 
of screaming winds and towering, ragged seas they 
were now pumping 300 gallons a day from the bilge.  
The boat pitchpoled going end over end destroying 
rigging.  The chronometer failed.  Reading of their 
approach to the rockstrewn raging coast, blinded by 
weather, not knowing where they were, I cringed. 
 
Obviously they made it – against all odds – and 
became different people in the process.  So, skipper, 
you have a dream to go to sea in your own boat?  
Maybe you should hide this book from your wife.  
But for pity sake, read it yourself.

NOSPS Monthly Quiz 
February 2002 

 
In anticipation of the spring cruising season, you decide 
to update your boat speed through the water vs engine 
RPM curve.  To do this, you use the measured nautical 
mile off Dungeness Spit.  The course is 075º - 255º true.  
On your first run heading west, you record a time of 10-
02-03 when you pass the first set of aligned markers and 
a time of 10-11-21 when you pass the second set.  Then, 
without changing the RPM setting, you make a wide 180º 
turn and return over the reciprocal course making sure 
you are on the proper course before you pass the first set 
of aligned markers at 10-14-07 and the second set at 10-
25-26.  What was your boat speed over the ground for 
both the west and east runs, your boat speed through the 
water at your chosen engine RPM and the speed of the 
current during the time of your run? 
 
The lucky winner:  Tom Chandler—Congratulations! 
Answer: 
For Run 1 going West 10-11-21 end time 
 10-02-03 start time 
   09-18 time of run   
 
To convert seconds to minutes:  18 ÷ 60 = 0.3 
 
For run 2 going East 10-25-26 end time 
 10-14-07 start time 
  11-19 time of run 
 
To convert seconds to minutes:  19 ÷ 60 = 0.31667 
 
To calculate current speed: 
 6.45 speed West 
-5.30 speed East 
1.25 difference ÷ 2 = 0.575 knots of current rounded to 
0.6 knots 
 
To calculate current speed: 
 6.45 speed West 
+5.30 speed East 
11.75 sum ÷ 2 = 5.875 speed thru water rounded to 
5.9 knots 
 
If these calculations are not intuitive, consider this: 
SOG = speed over ground; C = current; STW = speed 
through water 
 
SOG West -C = STW; SOG East + C = STW 
Since both equations equal each other, you can combine 
the equations: 

SOG West -C = SOG East + C, then rearrange to  
SOG West - SOG East = C + C or 2C 
 
With both SOG and C you can calculate STW: 
SOG West (6.45) - C (0.6) = STW (5.85) rounded to 
5.9 STW or if you choose:  SOG East (5.30) + C (0.6) 
= STW (5.9) 
 
Note:  The differences in STW are caused by errors 
introduced by rounding. 
 
New Question: 
 
You are on a cruise to Port Ludlow and decide to take 
a side trip to explore Mats Mats Bay.  On your way in 
you are careful to align your boat on the range.  You 
check your boat’s compass and it reads 245°.  You 
record your reading.  When you get tied up at the dock 
in Port Ludlow you determine from your chart that the 
range lies 261° true and the variation in the area is 19° 
E.  What is your boat’s deviation on a compass head-
ing of 245°?

Yes, deviation is error caused by ferrous (iron) 
metal or electricity.  Variation is error caused 
by magnetic north differing from true north. 
 
2.  Are nun buoys usually even numbered and 
painted red? 
 
Usually “yes”.  Can be striped black and white 
vertical (mid-channel) or black and red hori-
zontal (obstruction or channel junction). 
 
3.  Is the purpose of the “Rules of the Road” the 
prevention of collision? 
 
Yes, if we obey the rules of the road, we will not 
collide.
