 With the Change of Watch rapidly ap-
proaching, this is a good time to look at what we 
have accomplished this past year.  A good gauge 
for measuring what we have achieved the past year 
is the final score on District 16’s annual Com-
mander’s Challenge.  The commander’s challenge 
year runs from March 1st to February 28th, and we 
started the year’s tally of points with an article that 
Charlie Brown wrote for the Ensign,  “Hook Up 
Electronics To Track Down Obstacles”. That was 
our first three points, and we were off and running.  
During the year, North Olympic taught six Boat 
Smart classes, one Squadron Boating Course, one 
Kid Smart Class, Marine Electronics, Seamanship, 
Piloting, Advanced Piloting, Junior Navigation, 
Operations Training, Weather and Engine Mainte-
nance.  Each one of those classes earned points for 
the challenge.  The Bridge attended the required 
meetings, sent in proxies for the national meetings, 
and made all of the necessary reports to district and 
national.  We had an entry in the Teacher’s Aids 
competition at the district fall conference which 
won the grand prize and was then sent to the na-
tional conference in January.  We made the 100% 
contribution to the USPS educational fund, and 
paid our dues and taxes on time.  Co-Op Charting 
made the national honor roll, (again), and P/C Al 
Ruble made Co-Op Charting national honor roll 
status.  We participated in Safe Boating Week pro-
grams and parades, did Vessel Safety Checks and 
we have two members, Chris Muir and Ted Shanks 
that have written a new safety program that we 
hope will be accepted and adopted nationwide.  We 
have an award winning web page, we have a great 
squadron newsletter that is published 12 times a   
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year, and we are hoping for credit for an article 
that will appear in Cardinal Points.  That article 
was written  by your new Commander, Ted 
Shanks, and was misplaced and graciously ac-
knowledged by the editor of Cardinal Points, 
George Lucker.  Our incoming squadron Admin-
istrative Officer, Tom Chandler, has maintained 
and printed the roster, and we included the squad-
ron by-laws with the roster at the annual picnic/
rendezvous.  We made points because we 
achieved all of the goals that I established at the 
first of the year, and also for submitting for reim-
bursement for advertising dollars from district.  
Aside from collecting points, we have welcomed 
new members, started new classes, started teach-
ing courses with Power Point, had good business 
meetings, piloting quizzes by Bob Brummett in 
each issue of Straitlines, well attended, produc-
tive executive board meetings, and a mid-summer 
picnic and tour of the local salmon farm.

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Port Security 
Ted Shanks, Executive Officer 

 
The U.S. Coast Guard has been responsible for the security of the ports of the United States since 

1917.  It has performed port security duties during both World War I and World War II.  Until 1950, port secu-
rity was viewed as a wartime issue unless a national emergency is declared. 

Shortly after the terrorist attacks of September 11th, the Secretary of Transportation directed the Coast 
Guard to take appropriate actions to reduce the vulnerability of the nation’s marine transportation system.  The 
Coast Guard has implemented a number of safety and security zones. In addition, the Coast Guard has been 
looking at ways to reduce the vulnerability of the transportation infrastructure used by the maritime industry.   

“Facility” security is defined as those measures employed to protect against seizure, sabotage, piracy, 
pilferage, annoyance, or terrorism.  It also includes all measures taken to prevent interference with lawful op-
erations.  It also includes measures to prepare to respond to breeches of security.  To this end, port security per-
sonnel must adequately plan for participation in multi-agency maritime response operations.  Agencies that 
may be involved in Facility Security may include state and local law enforcement agencies, local fire depart-
ments, private facilities, federal agencies, etc.  One of those  “etc.” is your North Olympic Power Squadron. 
 The Coast Guard, in conjunction with these other agencies, conducts port safety and security activities 
to safeguard waterfront facilities from accidents, negligence, illegal acts, terrorism and sabotage. “Waterfront 
facilities” include but are not limited to piers, wharves, docks, and similar structures to which vessels may be 
secured; areas of land, water, or land and water under and in immediate proximity to them; buildings on such 
structures or contiguous to them and equipment and materials on such structures or in such buildings. Port 
safety and security are closely related, mutually supportive, and are often conducted concurrently in field 
operations. The term “Port” now includes all marinas and boat launch ramps, public and private, from which 
a harmful act could be initiated. 

Safety Zones protect structures, vessels, and water and shore areas by controlling access and activities 
within the zone.  

Security Zones are designated areas of land, water, or land and water, which are established to prevent 
damage to any vessel or waterfront facility.  These zones safeguard ports, harbors, territories, or waters of the 
United States from accidents or subversive acts by controlling access or movement of persons, vessels, and 
objects.   

The Port security program emphasizes security, expanded to include the safeguarding of ports, 
harbors, vessels, and waterfront facilities from accidents, negligence, terrorism, and sabotage.  The port safety 
mission is concerned primarily with the prevention of accidental damage to vessels and port facilities.  This is 
generally accomplished through activities such as inspections, hazardous materials loading supervision, and 
cargo transfer monitoring.  The port security mission is concerned with the prevention of intentional 
destruction, loss, or damage to port assets.  During peacetime, port security is a law enforcement function.  
During this current “emergency” port security can quickly change from being a law enforcement function to a 
military mission, especially if the national alert level becomes higher if a war starts.  Whether during peacetime 
or wartime, the Coast Guard primarily acts from law enforcement authority first.  Your Power Squadron is 
currently included in planning sessions to assess local port, marina and shoreline conditions and in helping the 
Coast Guard be ready to react properly to various types of possible “hostile” acts.  
 Because we (NOSPS) are present at these planning sessions we are able to advise the USCG and other 
law enforcement and emergency agencies of local conditions and concerns.  At the same time we are able to 
bring to you, our members, news and information (within security limits) of changes if and when they occur.  
 As “stakeholders” in the marine environment we share the responsibility for our marine surroundings 
as well as for our enjoyment of these beautiful Puget Sound waters. 
             In the meantime, give all large ships (including the ferries) a wide berth and keep a respectful distance 
from our hard working Navy and Coast Guard vessels.  
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Monthly Quiz 

Robert Brummett SN 
February quiz answer. 
 
For this discussion refer to the enclosed drawing. Remember that what you are drawing occurs during one hour. 
First you would select a piece of scratch paper and using the vertical edges as lines of longitude and horizontal lines as parallels of 
latitude. Second, put a dot in a convenient location to mark your point of departure. You then plot the true track from that spot toward 
your destination. You then plot the set of the current from the same point of departure. Because we are going to compensate for this 
current, we apply it before we begin. Now, using some convenient measure, I am using a metric scale with one cm equal to one nM, 
use your dividers to mark off the length of the drift. You now adjust the dividers to the boats intended speed (5.0 knots) and mark 
from the end of the current vector back to your track and mark the position where the dividers touch. The true direction of this vector 
is your course that will keep you on the track, compensating for the current. Now, using your dividers measure the distance from 
where the course line intersects the track line back to the departure point. This distance represents your speed of advance (SOA) 
From my drawing I got a course of 356° true and a SOA of 4.7 knots. For your compass course: 
T 356° from your vector diagram V 19° E from your chart 
M 337° calculated 
D 00° from your deviation table C 337° calculated 
For your time of travel: 60 X D =S XT 60 X 14.7=4.7 X T 
187.7 = T time in minutes round to 188 minutes 
or 3 hours 8 minutes 
I had asked for an ETA, however I SCREWED UP AND DID NOT GIVE YOU THE DEPARTURE TIME. SORRY! However, if 
you remembered that for January the departure was 0738. In that case:    0738 departure 308 travel time 1046 ETA 
 
 March Quiz 
 A friend gave you the GPS coordinates of a fishing reef where he had great success last weekend. You 
check your charts and find that the true course to that destination is 321' from a buoy just outside your moorage 
area. The variation in the area is 19° E. 
At that heading your compass has a 2° E deviation. What is your compass course from the buoy to the reef? 
If the distance is 5.2 nM and your boats cruising speed is 8.6 knots, how long should it take you to get to the 
reef from the buoy at that speed?
