You are heading home from a long weekend 
outing to Neah Bay.  You are trying to stay along 
the southern edge of the Traffic Separation Zone 
and you get a hand held compass bearing of 128° 
on Ship Point light Fl 5 sec 55 ft at 1321.  Your 
hand held compass has no deviation.  The variation 
in the area is 18°E.  You calculate a compass bear-
ing that will be double the first bearing off the bow 
and you obtain that bearing at 1339.  Your boats 
true course is 116° with a speed of 8.0 knots.  The 
current is essentially zero during this time and 
there is virtually no wind. 

What is the compass bearing you calculated for 
the second bearing and your distance off Ship Point 
light at 1339?

Solution for February  Navigation Quiz 

The first step is to make a vector diagram like 
that in figure 1.  You can use the vertical edges of 
the paper like a meridian of longitude and the hori-
zontal edges like parallels of latitude.  To begin, 
you use your course plotter to plot a line of 345°. 
This represents the true path you want to travel 
from Point Wilson light to RG 4 sec “5” BELL. 
You then plot a 285° line, that intersects the 345° 
line, that represents the set of the expected current 
you obtained from your current tables.  Then, using 
some convenient scale such a metric scale or engi-
neers rule with inches divided into tenths, mark the 
current vector two units long to represent a drift of 
2.0 knots.  Then set your dividers to 8.0 units for 
your boat speed of 8.0 knots and put one point at 
the 2 unit mark on the 285° set line and the other 
end on the 345° track line and mark this spot.  Use 
your course plotter to measure the direction of this 
line (I got 358°) and this will be the boats true 
heading as it crabs along the 345° track (TR) line 
that the boat will travel. You then measure the 
length of the 345° TR line from the beginning to 
where the 358° line intersects.  This distance will 
represent your speed over the ground or speed of 
advance and is the combination of the boats speed 
and the effect of the current.  In this case I got 8.75 
or 8.8 units for a speed over the ground of 8.8 
knots.  The 358° true course now needs to be con-
verted to a compass course.

V 1 8°E  Variation from your chart. 
M 340°  Calculated by applying V to T using  

  the + West and - East rule. 
D 000°  From your boats deviation table 
C 340°  Compass course you use so that  

  your boat counteracts the effect of  
  the current allowing you to crab  
  along the 345° track (TR).

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Do you have an EPIRB? 
 

 According to the Coast Guard beginning Janu-
ary 1, 2007, both 121.5 and 243 MHz Emergency 
Position Indicating Radio Beacons (EPIRBs) are 
prohibited from use in both commercial and recrea-
tional watercraft.  Boaters wishing to have an 
emergency rescue beacon aboard their vessel must 
have a digital 406 MHz model. 

The January 1, 2007 date to stop using 121.5 
MHz EPIRBs is in preparation for February 1, 
2009, when satellite processing of distress signals 
from all 121.5/243 MHz beacons will terminate. 
Following this termination date, only the 406 MHz 
beacons will be detected by the International Co-
spas-Sarsat Satellite System which provides dis-
tress alert and location data for search and rescue 
operations around the world. 

 Be aware, there may nice deals on the Internet, 
but be advised to determine the rated frequency.  
Also, before you discard an old 121.5 MHz EPIRB, 
be sure to disable it by removing the batteries
