This is a compass problem, so we write down 
T,V,M,D,C and fill in the info, we have: 

 
T 162°  The course measured on your chart. 
V 20°E  Calculated as the difference  
  between T and M using the  
  + W and -E rule. 
M 142° The magnetic course given by your 
  12 year old GPS. 
D  Not used for this quiz. 
C  Not used for this quiz. 

Your GPS unit, in this quiz, is using a built in 
variation for our area of 20° E despite the fact that 
it has changed. About 12 years ago the variation 
here was 20° E and for the last several years the 
18° E variation in our area has been getting smaller 
and smaller. In fact in most places the rate of de-
crease has been increasing. For practical considera-
tions the variation is rounded to the nearest whole 
number and this year the variation in much of our 
boating area will decrease to less than 17° 30.0’E, 
and round to 17°E. 

Several years ago we determined that many 
older GPS units still use the Variation that was pro-
grammed into them when they were made. My 
Garmin GPS, about 12 years old, still uses a 20° E 
variation for our area. For this reason I use it in the 
true mode and make any variation corrections my-
self. I think most GPS units allow you to manually 
set the variation, but you will have to remember to 
change it as you travel around

Why Does Magnetic Variation Change Over 
Time?  — Because The Magnetic Pole Moves! 

The above figure shows the path of the North 
Magnetic Pole over the last 174 years.  The solid 
red line shows the various locations of the North 
Magnetic Pole from 1831 to 2005. The dashed red 
line shows the predicted path of the North Mag-
netic Pole from 2006 to 2050, when the North 
Magnetic Pole is predicted to be located in Siberia.  
As you can easily see from the above figure, the 
rate at which the North Magnetic Pole moves is 
accelerating with time.  The rate of movement is 
now approximately 40km per year.  As the North 
Magnetic Pole moves towards Siberia the Magnetic 
Variation in the Puget Sound area will continue to 
decrease.  In the mid 1960s our Magnetic Variation 
was approximately 22°E, it has now decreased to 
approximately 17°E.  Note: the Compass Rose on 
your charts specifies the Magnetic Variation as of 
the date the chart was published and specifies an 
annual rate of change that should be applied to de-
termine the present Magnetic Variation.

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off the program and then follow-up one day per 
month for projects that include painting where 
needed, brush removal, cleaning parking areas and 
other landscaping tasks the Harbormaster felt 
would be appropriate.

nutshell, the process goes like this.  Find the execu-
table for the program you are having trouble with.  
The executable will have a file extension of .EXE.  
You then highlight that filename and right click to 
get a drop down menu.

Af-
ter selecting program properties, look for a tab hav-
ing to do with compatibility settings.  Select the 
compatibility setting you know the program will 
run under correctly, such as XP.

Adopt-A-Marina Program 
 Ray Thomas, P 

 Since the early 1980’s most of us have seen 
signs along most major highways referencing the 
“Adopt a Highway Program”.  These signs identify 
individuals and organizations that have adopted a 
section of highway for which they are responsible 
for cleanup at regular intervals.  Thousands of 
miles of highways are adopted by groups and or-
ganizations that volunteer their time to make a dif-
ference.  The reward for those volunteers is civic 
pride and knowing they’ve made a difference in 
their community. 

Looking at opportunities for the North Olympic 
Sail and Power Squadron (NOSPS) to get members 
involved in their local community, Ray Thomas, 
(P) proposed to the local Bridge to consider initiat-
ing a program called “Adopt a Marina” which 
would follow along the same lines as the National 
Adopt a Highway Program.  The idea was ap-
proved and Ray was given the green light to go for-
ward with the plan.  Jim Jones, (PC) agreed to as-
sist Ray in this effort. 

On January 17, 2008 a meeting was held with 
Ron Amundson, Harbormaster of John Wayne Ma-
rina.  The Harbormaster was provided an overview 
of the three primary goals of NOSPS which in-
clude: (1) providing a service to the boating com-
munity, (2) to further continuing education for safe 
boating, and (3) to enjoy the friendship  and cama-
raderie of our fellow members in the boating com-
munity.  We also explained to him that our mem-
bers earn “Merit Mark’s” for volunteering and par-
ticipating in community efforts that relate to boat-
ing and boating safety. 

Currently, NOSPS has over 100 members and 
many of them utilize the facilities at John Wayne 
Marina with either full time slip rentals or use of 
the boat launching ramp.
