In previously uncharted rgate
he was able to find his way in, and just as impulya
to find his way home.

It's doubtful if such an accomplished navigator as
Captain Vancouver would envy us today with our
modern charts, GPS Chartplotters, Loran and othe
electronic gizmos. It's obvious that he was quite
comfortable with his sextant, quadrant, formulag a
primitive time keeping devices. They worked well
him because as he used them, he checked and
rechecked his calculations.

Spring is HERE! That means Summer is not far
away. The weather is much improved and many of
us are cleaning up our boats for the season.

It's time to cruise!

One of the great advantages of living in this ai®a
the enormous number of places to visit by boat.
Donna and | have found that in addition to callirig
the various interesting communities, there are some
very fine places to anchor for that nice, quiet and
solitary evening.

We discovered Mud Bay on Lopez Island. Thisis a
short distance from James Island.

We motored into the bay which is spacious and ap-
pears to have a large area at about twenty feet in
depth. The only developments are four of five plde
residences in the entire area. We anchored some-
where in the center and had an exquisite view of
Mount Baker. The other craft in the bay were an
itinerant boat and an apparently permanently moore
outboard boat.

The south end of Lopez forms a hook to the east.
The “blob” of land on the north end of the hook is
the south point of Lopez Pass. The south sidreof t
“blob” is a very low bar called Shoal Bight. We
parked west of this shoal and hence our view of
Mount Baker. The location of our anchor point was
48 degrees 27.62 minutes north and 122 degrees
50.00 minutes west.

Sometime, if you are far from home and need a plad
to stay, this one is free!
