This would include an inspection of all the powenections: the battery, the selector switch, the
breaker and fuses, the radio and the coax caltkeetantenna. Fuses should be replaced, as thely can
deteriorate and fail. Any taped connections shbeldhspected to insure no moisture or corrosign.

Any cracked coax should be replaced.

Now, when everything is done, the final test. Dib@grk? Make a Radio Check before leaving the
dock.

Don't call the Coast Guardt isn't their job and these days with Homelan@8#y concerns, the CG Radio Stations are
busy.
