 This is shaping up to be a great cruising sea-
son and I look forward to seeing you all on the 
water! 
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Like most local boaters, you are probably 
aware of the recent announcement by the U.S. 
Coast Guard concerning “Rescue 21”.  Port An-
geles and Seattle join Mobile, Alabama and St. 
Petersburg, Florida in implementing the first of 
19 areas that will be part of the new, state of the 
art communication system.  Costing more than 
$611 million, this new program will provide the 
U.S. with a state-of-the-art system that will com-
plement the land-based systems that many state 
and local emergency services already have in 
place. 

 “Simply put, this new system will be the 
maritime equivalent of a "911" system”, accord-
ing to a recent Coast Guard announcement.  By 
replacing the outdated technology, Rescue 21 en-
hances the ability of the Coast Guard to protect 
boaters.  Appropriately named, Rescue 21 allows 
the U.S. Coast Guard to join the 21st Century and 
interface proactively with other federal, state and 
local entities.  According to the Coast Guard 
press releases, here are the highlights of “Rescue 
21”. 
�  Filling in coverage gaps in the current VHF-
FM system. 
�  Increasing channel capacity, which allows for 
simultaneous communications on six channels 
(including VHF 16).  Using the current system, a 
distress call can be “stepped on” by a stronger 
signal, making the distress call unheard. 
�  Including Direction Finding Equipment that 
will pinpoint a distressed vessel to within plus or 
minus two degrees. 
�  Having Digital Selective Calling capability that 
will instantly transmit a vessel’s name, exact lo-
cation, nature of distress and other vital informa-
tion when used in conjunction with an integrated 
Global Positioning System (GPS) receiver and 
properly registered Maritime Mobile Service 
Identity (MMSI) number. 
� Digitally recording communications for instant 
playback. 
�  Reducing system “down time” and allowing 
“critical function” recovery within 24 hours and 
full system recovery within seven days following 
natural disasters, accidents, etc. 
�  Allowing for interoperability with other federal, 
state, and local agency communications systems. 

Another recent development concerning com-
munication on the water is the fact that the Coast  

Guard has requested that cell phone companies 
stop allowing the use of dialing *CG instead of 
dialing 911 to request assistance on the water.  
The reasoning is that using your Marine VHF ra-
dio to contact the Coast Guard allows other boat-
ers within range to respond and assist. 

Another item that all boaters need to be 
acutely aware of is the danger of neglecting regu-
lar inspection and maintenance of your vessels 
shore power cables and connections.  According 
to Seaworthy Magazine, 55% of all boat fires are 
electrically related, and 11% of these incidents 
are because of faulty shore power cables and con-
nections.  There are several things that you can do 
concerning your shore power, and you and your 
neighbors at the marina will be safer.  With every 
visit to your boat, place your hand on the shore 
power connectors both on the marina pedestal and 
your service entrance.  If either is warm to the 
touch, shut down the power and visually inspect 
both connections and make sure they are not dis-
colored or misshapen because of heat.  If any 
damage is apparent, it is important to replace both 
male and female connectors.  Excessive heat 
caused by sudden loads, low voltages or power 
surges over a period of time will break down the 
insulation in the connectors and the results can be 
catastrophic.  When connecting and disconnect-
ing from shore power, make a habit of following 
these steps:  Before disconnecting, turn off the 
main AC breaker in your boat, then turn off the 
breaker at the shore power pedestal.  When recon-
necting, make sure the main breakers are off both 
at the shore power pedestal and your vessel, then 
connect your cable securely, turn on the shore 
power breaker, then the main breaker on your 
boat.  By following these steps you will ensure 
that no large AC loads, such as water heaters, bat-
tery chargers, etc. will affect your shore power 
connections.
