I am sorry about forgetting the deviation. I 
hope it did not confuse anyone. This quiz brings up 
at least two points. First it may not be easy to spot 
where you want to go even when using binoculars 
if you are not sure where you are going PLOT A 
COURSE and follow it. The second, the variation 
has changed during the last year at Alderbrook and 
is changing from 18° E to 17° E in many of our 
local cruising waters. Be sure to check your newest 
charts for the latest data. You may also want to 
check to see what variation is being used by your 
GPS unit to determine magnetic courses. If you 
have an older GPS it may be using outdated varia-
tion data.

Cruising News Continued from Page 7 
nm per trip and burn 6 gl of fuel per engine hour 
traveling at 10 knots/hr. This amounts to an extra 
$1370 after the state rebate – which is about the 
same as a haul out and bottom paint job or 2 sea-
son tickets to the Seahawks or 1% or less of the 
cost of your boating investment or of your taxable 
income – whichever comes first. Using the bottled 
water analogy – at $1.00-1.50/12oz bottle, we pay 
about $10-15/gl for that water which is available 
practically everywhere for free!  I think you get the 
point.  Let’s not let fuel prices get in the way of 
having a great time on the water in 2008!
