REPORT OF EXECUTIVE OFFICER 
Hank David, AP 

 
 At the recent Boat Smart course sponsored and taught 
by NOSPS instructors, Deputy Gary Velie covered the 
section concerning legal requirements and regulations 
concerning the recreational boater.  Deputy Velie 
briefly commented on the tragic drowning of four men 
this past summer off the Washington coast.  Although 
the details will never be known, there are several facts 
that offer clues as to what happened.  The 17-foot Bos-
ton Whaler the four fishermen took out that day was 
found capsized near La Push.  Although the Boston 
Whaler is well known in the boating community as a 
very safe boat, it has weight limitations.  These limita-
tions are set by industry standards and apply to all 
small watercraft.  The fact that the weight of the four 
boaters alone probably exceeded the manufacturers 
limits was a real ingredient for disaster.  When you 
add the weight of the motor, fuel, fishing tackle, food 
and provisions for a day of fishing, you find that you 
are even more vulnerable.  Throw in the thick fog and 
heavy swells present that day, and a picture starts 
emerging of the misfortune endured by the boaters 
who were just out for a day of fishing and camarade-
rie.   
 
 Although the numbers of boating fatalities nationwide 
are dropping steadily every year, boat registrations are 
increasing at a faster rate.  Over 2.7 million more boats 
were registered in the year 2000 than 1988, and the 
number of boating fatalities was at a new low record 
of 701 persons.  As encouraging as these numbers are, 
every single accident that occurs on water is worthy of 
our attention.  By learning the details of accidents such 
as occurred at La Push makes us aware that practicing 
what we teach can indeed save lives. One of the major 
components of all U.S.P.S. courses is safety, and that 
fact cannot be stressed enough!   
 
The U.S. Coast Guard Office of Boating Safety offers 
the following tips for preventing boating injuries and 
fatalities: 
 
Wear Your Life Jacket While Boating 
 
Capsizings and falls overboard account for more than 
half of all recreational boating fatalities each year. Life 
jacket use by all boat occupants can be effective in 
drowning prevention. All states (except Hawaii, Idaho, 
and Guam) have some mandate regarding the wearing 
of life jackets (often affecting only children under age 
12).  Coast Guard-approved life jackets are now de-
signed for greater comfort, fit and wear to promote 
greater use. 

Avoid Alcoholic Beverages While Boating 
 
Alcohol use affects judgment, vision, balance, and 
coordination. USCG incident data show that in 
fatalities involving alcohol use, over half of the 
victims capsized their boat and/or fell overboard. 
Additionally, more than one-third of all fatalities 
resulting from a collision involved alcohol use. 
 
Complete a Boating Education Course  
 
Approximately 70% of reported incidents involve 
operator controllable factors. The primary causes 
of incidents are operator inattention, carelessness/
recklessness, inexperience, unsafe speeds, and 
failure of the operator or passenger-"lookout" to 
identify hazards. Boating education courses teach 
the regulatory and statutory rules ("Rules of the 
Road") for the safe operation and navigation of 
recreational boats.  
 
Participate in the Vessel Safety Check (VSC) 
Program 
 
The Vessel Safety Check (VSC) is a free public 
service provided by the Coast Guard Auxiliary and 
U.S. Power Squadron volunteer organizations 
promoting boating safety. These volunteer personnel 
check safety equipment and provide information 
about equipment purpose, safety procedures and 
applicable regulations.  
 
Be Aware of the Risk of Carbon Monoxide (CO) 
Poisoning 
 
All internal combustion engines emit CO, an 
odorless, colorless, poisonous gas. In the early 
stages, the symptoms of CO poisoning are similar to 
seasickness and CO can kill in a matter of minutes. 
Significant CO poisoning potential can include the 
use of air conditioning powered by an onboard 
motor generator; operation of any gasoline powered 
engine while docked and/or rafted with other 
boats operating engines; or being underway with 
improper cabin ventilation. To avoid CO poisoning, 
be aware of the risk, ensure sufficient ventilation, 
properly install and maintain equipment, and utilize 
CO detectors.

As I write this, the USCG plans to implement 
GMDSS-VHF as “one element of the USCG 
National Distress and Response System 
Modernization Project, which plans to replace the 
whole USCG VHF distress system during the period 
2003 to 2005 or 2006”.   

Today Group Seattle says they have the GMDSS-
HF/MF equipment to respond to off shore or open 
ocean digital distress alerts. So we are in the middle, 
the big ships are on GMDSS with HF/MF 
frequencies, but will they still be really listening to 
VHF channel 16? 

Note: If you are near the Vessel Traffic System 
lanes, commercial ships are best reached through the 
VTS on channel 12 in Puget Sound, 5A in the Strait 
of Juan de Fuca-South side and 11 in the North. 

So, why shouldn’t I wait until 2005 or 2006 to get 
GMDSS? Well, where do most of us cruise? Canada 
has taken on a different deployment. The Canadian 
Coast Guard, over the last two years, has deployed 
the VHF system from Solander Island on the West 
Coast of Vancouver Island, down through Juan de 
Fuca Strait and up to the bottom of Texada Island in 
Georgia Strait. Victoria's Mt. Helmcken site covers 
quite a bit of Puget Sound.

An article in the April, 2001 issue of “The 
Ensign”, on GMDSS, peaked my interest, so I 
decided to find out more on how it would impact 
the recreational boater in the Pacific N.W. and 
share it with NOSPS.  
 
Global Maritime Distress and Safety 
System 
The Global Maritime Distress and Safety System 
(GMDSS) is an international distress and radio 
communication safety system for ships and even-
tually all commercial vessels. The GMDSS is an 
automated ship to ship and ship to shore system 
digital selective calling technology. Marine VHF 
for coastal, High Frequency for off shore and the 
high seas, and other high tech satellite modes, 
such as EPIRB. 

In 1988, the International Maritime Organization 
(IMO) amended the Safety of Life at Sea 
(SOLAS) Convention to implement the GMDSS 
worldwide. On February 1, 1999, the watch 
keeping requirement on High Frequency ceased 
for GMDSS compliant ships and they will be 
allowed to turn off their VHF channel 16 watch on 
February 1, 2005.  

Does this mean we must comply? No, we are not 
required to have GMDSS, but like VHF, which we 
are also not required to have aboard, it is a wise 
skipper who recognizes it’s value for the safety of 
boat and crew.  

GMDSS will become the most reliable method of 
reporting an emergency by: 

·  Simplifying the radio operations to two simple 
actions. 

·  Enhances search and rescue coordination with 
vessel data previously provided in the Mari-
time Mobile Service Identity (MMSI) number 
application.

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 Global Maritime Distress and Safety 
System-Part 2 
 
Here is how GMDSS-VHF works.  Remember 
when VHF channel 70 was taken away from voice 
use?  Well, we get to some benefit and to use it for 
digital signaling.  To send a marine distress in 
GMDSS the crew will perform a simple task, such as 
depressing an emergency button for a few seconds to 
activate, then the microphone (PTT) button momen-
tarily to transmit the distress.  The distress message 
containing the station’s Maritime Mobile Service 
Identity (MMSI) number and latitude/longitude is 
automatically transmitted to all stations on channel 
70.  The message is repeated until acknowledged by 
another station; typically a shore based Rescue Coor-
dination Center. A local alarm sound will sound and 
the radio will automatically switch to channel 16.   

After acknowledgement, the traditional voice May-
Day is broadcast on VHF 16 to give the nature of the 
distress.  The RCC will answer and check the MMSI 
against an International Database.  

 
The Marine Radio There are two basic classes of 
marine radio, VHF (very high frequency) for coastal 
cruising and Mid/High Frequency radios if your 
cruising will take you twenty miles or more off shore 
and beyond the range of VHF. We will stick with 
VHF here. 

If you have purchased a mounted VHF Marine radio 
recently, chances are it is GMDSS compliant or with 
an optional board you can install the necessary 
components. Since 1999, the FCC has required new 
fixed mount models sold in the U.S. to be equipped 
with the necessary features. Many manufacturers 
made them available before then. Check your Radio 
operating manual. 

No hand held VHFs have GMDSS, nor are they 
required to. 

Digital Selective Calling, a technology that has been 
around for a while and is required for GMDSS. DSC 
uses Marine VHF channel 70 to send a digitized alert 
to or receive from other DSC equipped stations. Like 
a telephone, you can call another boat or shore sta-
tion whose number is known for routine calls, make 
a call to all vessels in the area (without a number) or 
a distress call to the Coast Guard.  

 

As mentioned earlier, contained in the distress alert 
message will be the vessels Maritime Mobile Service 
Identity. The MMSI is like a telephone number for 
signaling marine mobile stations, but in an 
emergency it has a second purpose. When applying 
for the MMSI, information is provided to assist the 
RRC in search and rescue efforts, such as the vessel 
name, a brief description, the homeport, and the 
name and telephone number of an emergency contact 
on shore. So, like a 911 call, the RCC will know who 
made the distress call, the location and be able to 
confirm that the vessel is at sea before beginning a 
search. Thus reducing false alarms. 

Application for a MMSI is simple and painless for 
the recreational boater who has access to the Internet. 
The FCC has contracted with BoatUS to provide a 
FREE on-line application service. Go to: http://
www.boatus.com and click on MMSI. In most cases 
you can fill out the application and get the MMSI 
immediately on-line. 

Global Position System (GPS) provides position 
data when connected to the GMDSS VHF Radio. 
Connecting your GPS a is fairly simple two wire 
installation and it makes the May Day call complete. 
 
Global Maritime Distress and Safety 
System-Part 3 
 
I have a cellular telephone and an older VHF, why 
should I get a new GMDSS radio? “The Coast Guard 
does not advocate cellular phones as a substitute for 
the regular maritime radio distress and safety 
systems … particularly VHF maritime radio.  
However, cellular phones can have a place on board 
as an added measure of safety”. 

· Cellular phones cannot provide ship to ship 
communications.  

· Cellular phones cannot provide 
communications with rescue vessels.   

· If you make a distress call on a cellular 
phone, only the one party you call will be 
able to hear you. 

· Cellular phones are designed for a land-
based service.   

· Coverage offshore is limited, and may 
change without notice. 

· Locating a cellular caller is hard to do. With 
VHF, the Coast Guard can use radio 
direction finders to triangulate your location.

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In some areas, however, cellular phones have 
established a special code (*CG), which will connect 
you directly to a Coast Guard Operations Center. 

What about EPIRB? GMDSS has several layers. One 
of the most useful GMDSS systems is the satellite 
EPIRB, a small device designed for automated 
transmission of distress alerts. The importance of the 
Marine VHF/DSC can not diminish the EPIRB. The 
406 MHz satellite EPIRB is a newer and more 
reliable device designed to provide rapid alerting, 
identification, and accurate location information to 
search and rescue authorities.  However, an EPIRB 
alert can’t tell the Coast Guard what is the nature of 
the distress. An EPIRB can be rented for BoatUS 
according to their web site, http://www.BoatUS.com. 

A final comment at why we should put GMDSS on 
our project list. Like Marine VHF, Recreational 
Boaters are not required to have GMDSS, but like 
VHF, it is a wise skipper who recognizes it’s value 
for the safety of your boat and crew. GMDSS will 
become the most reliable method of reporting an 
emergency aboard. 

Even during the U.S. phase in period, the Canadians 
are further ahead in British Columbia waters and if 
you are cruising in Canada or the San Juan Islands 
the GMDSS system will work well and they will 
hand off a distress coming from U.S. waters. 
Even when no distress exists, DSC will allow you to 
“call” friends who are equipped and on a group 
cruise, the entire group can be called to confer on 
where to anchor next. Eventually, the Squadron 
might consider listing member’s MMSI numbers in 
the Roster.
