In the early 15th century Prince Henry startg
school of navigation in Sagres, Portugal to adva
the science of navigation. Prince Henry, like ot
European mariners, wanted to find an alternati
the passage to the lucrative trade in the Origme.

obvious passage was through the Mediterranegn,

but hostile Islamic powers and the equally hosti
Venetian empire made it difficult to follow this
route. So Henry proposed to go south around
Africa to reach the Orient. A minor problem
however was that in those days the coast of Afr
had not been charted and no one knew how far
south the African continent extended. Unlike ot
navigators of the day, such as the Vikings and

Spaniards that basically sailed east and west, the

Portuguese needed to sail south if they were to
round the tip of Africa. To do this they needed t
be able to find their position through Celestial

Navigation. As a result, much advancement in

Celestial Navigation took place. Henry began tg
send Portuguese sailors south to chart the coag
Africa. These sailors came back to Portugal ang
increased the data base at the Prince Henry Sc
of Navigation. Henry did not live long enough to

see his dream accomplished. He died in 1468 gnd

the Portuguese did not reach the tip of Africalun
1488.
Although not a national Power Squadron

award, thePrince Henry the Navigator Award is
presented annually
by most Districts for
educational perform
ance by a squadron
with emphasis on
celestial navigation
achievement.
North Olympic has
been the winner of
the Prince Henry
Award in District 16
in four of the last
eight years.
