Thank you tdomestead Servicefor
contributing the $25.00 for the “Safety Tip Con-
test” again this year. The following are “safety
tips” provided by other members of our squadron.
Remember to pass these on to other folks as the
occasion may arise.

1. If you and the navigator can’t decide what your
exact position is, stop the boat until you agree.

2. Inspect your fire extinguishers for: (1)
pressure in gauge (2) pin in place (3) shake to
keep powder loose.

3. Make sure everyone on board has a life jacket.
4. Headphone radios fof' Mate and Captain
keeps the 2 people in “contact” when working to
prepare boat for dockings or when Ist mate is on
outside deck.”

5. In addition to your vessel's VHF, be sure and

have a “hand-held” to use in your dinghy.

6. Practice with your life sling — many boats have

them — but you need to figure out and practice

getting a person back on board with it.

7. Cross your chains when hooking the traileht

auto/truck.

8. Wear your life jacket (flotation device) at all

times when on the boat.

9. Turn off engine before refueling.

10. Install a carbon monoxide detector.

11. When walking around on deck, always use hand

holds in case a wave rocks the boat.

12. It's easy to file a float plan by e-mail with a
friend —do it.
