September Navigation Quiz 
You are exploring the area north of the Queen 

Charlotte Islands and intend to stay overnight in 
Appleton Cove described in your cruising atlas as a 
“Beautiful anchorage, well protected”. There are 
no depths shown on your chart. 

At the place where you select to anchor the wa-
ter depth is 18 feet according to your depth 
sounder. You lower your anchor and pay out 100 
feet of rode and back down slowly to set the an-
chor. You then check your tide book and using the 
rule of 1/12 decide the water depth at the time you 
dropped anchor was + 1.5 feet and the overnight 
high tide will be + 12.3 feet and the lowest low 
during your expected stay will be - 0.5 feet. How 
much rode will you need to assure a scope of 7 
during the night and how deep will the water be at 
lower low tide? Your bow chock is 4.2 feet above 
the waterline.

If 
so, bring your charged-up laptop (Windows ver-
sions only) to the session at 1300-1445 on Satur-
day, 11 October, in the San Juan Room at the con-
ference hotel.  It would help if your wifi system is 
configured properly so you can get on the internet 
to connect to the national database and download 
the latest and greatest copy of your squadron’s ros-
ter.  Also, make sure that you have the proper pass-
words and squadron identifier that were sent to 
your Commander in June.
