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REPORT OF EXECUTIVE OFFICER 
Hank David, AP 

 
One of the great programs that North Olympic Power 
Squadron  has been involved with is the USPS-NOS 
Cooperative Charting Program.  Comprised of four 
basic programs, the Cooperative Charting Program 
was started as a joint effort to help out a budget and 
manpower stressed government entity keep abreast of 
important changes.  NOS, the National Ocean Service 
and NOAA, the National Oceanic and Atmospheric 
Administration are responsible for Nautical Charts, 
Coast Pilot publications and Geodetic Marks for the 
United States.   
 
Power Squadrons across the country have assumed a 
portion of the responsibility for the updating and cor-
rectness of these publications and Geodetic Marks via 
this Cooperative Charting program.  Squadron mem-
bers can report discrepancies and necessary updates to 
the proper departments and receive credits for their 
efforts which includes them in an annual nationwide 
competition among Power Squadrons.   
 
North Olympic Sail and Power Squadron, as partici-
pants in the Cooperative Charting Program has chosen 
also to participate in what is called the “Adopt-a-
Chart” program.  Under this program, a large portion 
of Chart 18465, the Eastern Part of Strait of Juan de 
Fuca, and 18468, Port Angeles, have become our cho-
sen responsibility to maintain.  Our squadron members 
can identify changes in charted landmarks, shoaling 
areas, new wrecks, visible and submerged hazards and 
new features that should be shown on charts.  We can 
verify entire areas of charts and make sure local ma-
rine facilities are shown accurately.  Anything at all 
that you feel should be updated on our two charts can 
be reported. 
 
If you notice a necessary change on any chart, Coast 
Pilot or small craft facility report, this is the most effi-
cient process available to have it taken care of.  Be-
cause of the efforts of Charlie Brown, North Olympic 
Sail and Power Squadron has a portable, battery pow-
ered Differential GPS for accurately locating any con-
ditions that might need to be reported.  All the neces-
sary forms that need to be filled out to report these 
conditions are readily available, and members of the 
Cooperative Charting Program are more than anxious 
to assist.  Please, if you notice anything that you feel 
needs correcting, let the Coop members help, or better 
yet, become involved and join the group.  You are al-
ways welcome.

ACTIVITIES 
by the  

Educational Committee 
 
 

Here are the statistics for the year 2000 – 2001 re-
garding educational department activities.  These 
statistics reflect national, district, and squadron ac-
tivities.     
 
At the national level, 8 percent of the members took 
an Advanced Grade and  5 percent took an Elective 
Course. District averages were 13 percent for Ad-
vanced Grades and 7 percent for Elective Courses.  
More specifically, at the Squadron level:

OCTOBER PILOTING CLASS 

 
The next Piloting class is scheduled to begin on 
Wednesday, October 3rd , at the John Wayne Marina 
in Sequim.  The class will be held on consecutive 
Wednesdays through November 28th, with a break 
for Thanksgiving.   
 

The instructor will be Jim Brown and the classes will 
begin at 7pm.  Piloting is a critical course in our 
educational experience, whose course contents are 
described in the USPS Educational Manual as: 
 
“Piloting is the first of a two-part program studying 
inland and coastal navigation.  It focuses on the 
fundamentals of piloting-- keeping track of a boat’s 
movements, determining your position at any time 
and laying out courses to a planned destination. 
Included are such subjects as: charts and their use, 
aids to navigation; the mariner’s compass; variation 
and deviation of the compass; plotting and steering 
courses; dead reckoning; and plotting and labeling 
charts.” 
 
The cost of the class will be approximately $32. 
 
My wife Norma and I are really looking forward to 
acquiring the knowledge offered by this worthwhile 
course and hope that you will join us in the classes.

MIDSUMMER CRUISE TO THE NORTH

Three cheers to John and Nancy Spence for the care-
ful plans they made for a successful six week North 
Olympic Sail and Power Squadron Cruise to the up-
per Vancouver Island, B.C., area.  Timetables were 
varied for the traveling boats but John and Nancy 
managed to keep all the information and reservations 
organized… an amazing feat! 
 
Boats joining the cruise were:  John and Nancy 
Spence on CATHARSIS; Helen and Earl Davis on 
B&B; Joel and Nancy Magisos on BELINDA MAC;  
Hal and Pat Gilmour on ISLANDER;  Bob Sorenson 
and Arline Dailey on LINDA; Gary and Pat 
Sorenson on TRUE BLUE;  Sue and Bruce Purdy on 
ABIQUA;  Chris Muir on LI’L YOT; Jack and 
Nancy Day on CAROUSEL;  John and Paula Benson 
on EARLY BIRD;  Charlie and Carol Brown on 
BLUE DOLPHIN; Carol and Stuart Nesbitt on 
PRIME TIME (SBYC),  Eleanor and Jim Forsyth on 
NEW HORIZONS (SBYC). 
 
Most cruising NOSPS members have been as far 
north as Campbell River, B.C., so here are some ob-
servations from the areas north of there. 
 
· All the marinas greeted and treated us courte-
ously, due, I suspect, to the proper contacts made by 
the Spence’s. 
 

· The scenery was always astoundingly beautiful. 
· The marinas were built on floats due to the 
rocky, tree-covered mountainous topography.  There 
were very few trails for walking on shore.  If a trail 
could be found, there would be signs posted warning 
of bears. 
· Many marinas had a “specialty” which might be 
a good restaurant, or a well-stocked grocery, or daily 
pancake breakfasts, or a 1700 all-you-can-eat-prawn 
hors d’oeuvre party (prawns caught fresh by the 
marina),  or an evening campfire with singing and 
marshmallow roasting,  or a potluck, or  Bar-B-Q 
Ribs provided once a week, or a dinner served with 
talented guests providing the entertainment. 
· Fishing, crabbing and prawning were available, 
better in some places than others. 
· There were many harbors, coves, niches that 
provided scenic anchoring. 
· Our boats went their individual ways most of the 
time with plans to meet at various marinas on 
designated days.  By listening to the VHF radio, it 
was easy to stay in touch just by listening to various 
boats calling each other. 
· It seemed that the majority of boats in that area 
were over 35 ft. but conditions were good for smaller 
boats! 
· We never encountered difficult water after 
leaving the Strait of Georgia. 
· There were frequent foggy mornings. 
· Bears were seen along the shore by some 
boaters. 
· The weather was warm during the day and cool 
by nights. 
· Mosquitoes and flies were never a serious 
problem. 
· Dock water is precious and usually brown!  It 
does leave one wondering about the safety of 
drinking it.   
· Most marinas had laundry facilities if you didn’t 
mind cold, brown water. 
· Float planes land at most marinas.  Sullivan Bay 
Marina even had a floating house with a heliport on 
its roof! 
· Friendly helpful people were everywhere!! 
· Occasionally, we encountered boaters with a 
BIG need for Power Squadron Safe Boating training.  
Their understanding of the “rules of the road” were, 
BE FAST AND TAKE THE SPACE YOU WANT.   
Our ISLANDER boat compared the behavior of 
some boats at Dodd Narrows to the Detroit River on 
a busy summer day! (continued on page 7) 
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· Due to unsafe sea conditions, we stayed in a few 
marinas an extra day. 
· For future cruising plans, Thetis Island Marina has 
made big improvements on their docks and have 
completed new restroom and laundry facilities. 
· Bald eagles can be as messy as gulls when they fly 
low over a boat while discharging! 
· Waggoner’s Cruising Book was the best 
information about all the areas in which we boated. 
· If you ran out of clean clothes, sweatshirts and caps 
were sold at all marinas, the favorite being KWATSIE 
MARINA, which embroidered its longitude/latitude on 
the sweatshirt. 
· If you got tired of eating rock fish, crab or shrimp, 
it was helpful if you had a freezer or a fellow boater 
with one! 
 
We hope NOSPS will again sponsor a cruise to that 
Northern area.  It is the easiest and best way to become 
acquainted with those little known but beautiful waters.
