This leg was relatively uneventful except for saimegh water ten
miles east of Astoria due to the 20-knot westelityds against the|
river current. We arrived after the local fuel ddwd closed for th
day. We would have to wait until they opened inr@rning. This
would delay our planned departure to catch themapti slack tide
over the notorious Columbia River Bar. (Not thetlzdgiming, but
the weather was forecast to be relatively benightha tide
changes were only 4 or 5 feet.)

We arose early enough to get our fuel, checkvether,
and get the local Bar Pilot and USCG informationuwtihe bar
conditions. The “weather-guessers” at NOAA toldhat the skies
would be dry, partly cloudy and the winds wouldNbertherly at
20 knots, dying to 15 — 20 knots in the evenindiwitnd waves at
4 feet with a 20 second interval. Hmm, not bad.alVeut on anti-
nauseous patches for the trip anyway. | also putvon(2!) wrist
buttons.

We crossed the bar with trepidation, considerihghal
warnings about this “most dangerous bar in the"UB8ing careful
not to cut the corner too soon we eventually headerth, ending
up about 12 miles offshore for the passage. Unfiatteely, away
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still untouched when we arrived at John Wayne Matimo days
later.

The first evening this “sailor” resumed the midrigh
watch and the other two settled down for their tivffe At
twenty past twelve our faithful diesel engine flént. Every-
body awoke. Several anxious minutes later we des@al/that
the constant sloshing had stirred sediment indkétanks and
the gunk had plugged up our fuel filter. Using epare filter we
were able to start up and proceed at our regutaioss towards
the Strait: We made good time except that most of it was ve
cal.
