Executive Officer’s Report 
Lt/C Richard Michels, JN 

A Radar Assisted Collision – What Happened? 
 Last month we introduced the Andrea Doria 

and the Stockholm; two ocean liners, both with ra-
dar, which collided on July 25th, 1956, resulting in 
the sinking of the Andrea Doria.  The collision oc-
curred at 2310, 20 miles west of Nantucket light-
ship at latitude 40° 29.4' N and longitude 69° 50.5' 
W (See fig. 1 for a description of the location).  
The Doria was traveling west towards New York 
Harbor at a speed of 23 knts in the westbound traf-
fic lane.  The Stockholm was traveling east out of 
New York Harbor at a speed of 18.5 knts, also in 
the westbound traffic lane; 20 miles north of the 
recommended eastbound lane known as 'Track 
Charlie'.  The Stockholm's rationale for violating 
the recommended lane was that Captain Nordenson 
would rather meet another ship head on, than cross 
the shipping lane at right angles heading north.  It 
was not legally binding to travel in the recom-
mended lane  The accuracy of radar at the time was 
±2°. 

 At 1500, the Doria encountered fog, slowed to 
21.8 knts, and sounded its fog whistle for 6 sec 
every 100 secs.  At 1940, Nantucket Lightship, 43 
miles south of Nantucket Island, reported visibility 
at 75 yards due to avection fog.  The Doria picked 
up the visibility report; but the Stockholm was not 
aware that it could receive fog alerts from Nan-
tucket Lightship.  The Stockholm had one officer 
on the Bridge (Carstens) with (3) seamen.  Captain 
Nordenson made a final check at 1900, ordered a 
course change to 87°, and retired, with standing 
orders that he be called in the event of fog.  The 
moon shone brightly ahead of the Stockholm and 
the sky was clear to starboard; however, the sky 
was dimmer to port.  The Stockholm saw a radar 
pip almost dead ahead at 12nm, but could not see

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XO’s Report Continued from Page 1 
the Doria's lights at 4nm, which puzzled Carstens.  
At 2300, when the Doria was 1.8 – 1.9 nm distant 
and 20° to port, Carstens finally saw the Doria's 
mast lights (see fig. 2).  To increase the passing 
distance, the Stockholm steered 20° to starboard.  
Quite unexpectedly, the Doria's mastlights changed 
position and the 'red' light became 'green', indicat-
ing the Doria had turned to port and was crossing 
in front of the Stockholm. 

The Doria had (3) officers on the bridge and 
detected a radar pip 17 nm off, bearing 4° to star-
board.  At a range of 3.5 nm, the Doria showed the 
Stockholm 15° to starboard and course was 
changed another 4° to port at 2305.  Five minutes 
later, at 2310, the collision occurred.  To the Stock-
hom, the Doria was approaching its port side.  To 
the Doria, the Stockholm was approaching on its 
starboard side.  (See fig.3 ).  How does one recon-
cile this difference in testimony as given in court 
following the collision?  Stay tuned..............

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Taste of the Islands Cruise, July 23-29, 2007 
We were 10 boats and 22 cruisers that headed 

out from JWM in some fog and overcast skies 
early Monday morning, with the hopes of shaking 
off the prior week’s dismal 5 days of rain, drizzle 
and grey skies (even during the Lavender Festi-
val!). As we ventured into the Strait, the fog 
seemed to push North and by the time we got to 
mid-Strait, it had retreated further and looked like 
a band of fog guarding Cattle Pass; by the time 
we entered Cattle Pass, the fog had disappeared 
and we had just the grey skies. On we went, up 
the San Juan Channel, passing boaters coming 
and going while we kept an eagle eye out for 
ferry cross traffic in Upright Channel. Sure 
enough here came the ferry from Anacortes 
headed for Friday Harbor; after absorbing their 
wake we were 4 abreast with other boaters going 
East and bouncing in and out of various wakes, 
while causing our own for boaters behind us. As 
we passed Upright Head, another ferry was pull-
ing out of the dock on the tip of Lopez Island as 
we spotted Peavine Pass ahead and the Blakely 
Island Marina – our destination for the night. 
Blakely has cute little marina that must be entered 
carefully especially at low tide. Our slip was open 
and a Blakely dock hand was there to catch our 
lines. Harvey Smith and Joel Magisos and mates, 
(our Cruise Captains) were already docked and 
on hand with information about Happy Hr. We all 
got in safely and had a great barbeque in the Is-
land’s outdoor shelter. Their store is well stocked 
and they also sell gas and diesel at Blakely.  Dur-
ing our cook-out, the sun came out and we had a 
beautiful sunset! Best of all the sun was out eve-
ryday of our cruise from then on – clear skies - 
great weather. The next morning we all followed 
each other around the East side of Orcas Island, 
under Mt. Constitution and into one of the bays of 
Sucia Island – either Fossil or Echo Bay.  This 
island is a state park with 2 short docks, no power 
and many anchoring bouys in 4 different bays. 
Many boaters were anchored at Sucia the 2 nights 
we were there. There are hiking trails to explore, 
many fire rings for beach or camping fires and 
lots of time to relax. We all got together on the 
second night at one of the shelters for our happy 
hour and to discuss the next leg of our adventure. 
The next day we cruised down the West side of 
Orcas Island to 

Deer Harbor.  We all had slips; they have a con-
venience store on the dock with great ice cream, 
which many had to sample. That evening we all 
walked the half mile up the hill to the Deer Park 
Inn for supper – except some who preferred to ride 
in the Inn’s old 50’s style Cadillac.  The Inn had a 
great menu and good views of the harbor from 
their outdoor deck. Needless to say, we all walked 
back to our boats hoping to shed some calories 
along the way. The next day we split up with a few 
of our boats going on to Stuart Island for more an-
choring out and exploring. The rest of us cruised 
around Jones Island, through Spieden Channel and 
into    Roche Harbor. This is one of the best desti-
nations in the islands – once you radio the harbor 
master as you approach the harbor, they send out 
the dock hands to meet you at your slip and help 
you in. The marina was crowded with both huge 
and small cruisers. The village has a well stocked 
grocery/hardware store, many showers, a guy sell-
ing huge shrimp right on the dock and a line of 
boutiques selling art work, crafts, ice cream and 
lattes! Also close by is the de Haro hotel and Spa, 
and a couple of restaurants, oh and a chapel. Fur-
ther on down the shore is a public swimming pool. 
Several of us spent part of the day walking around 
the area to the small airport and Sculpture Garden. 
Roche has a tradition of lowering the community 
flags at sundown, with a ceremony complete with 
color guard and music. As they lower the US, Ca-
nadian, State and British flags, every one, where 
ever they are – on their boat, standing in the street, 
at a restaurant, etc, stands at attention. It is a treat 
to be a part of this tradition and to honor the coun-
tries that are close to us geographically or in spirit. 
Several of us watched from Bill Russell’s boat, af-
ter supper at the restaurant. Again, we enjoyed a 
beautiful sunset following the flag ceremony. The 
next day we headed for home motoring through 
Mosquito Pass, past Garrison Bay and into Haro 
Strait. Our crossing of the Strait of Juan de Fuca 
was smooth and most of us were at JWM by noon. 
Another successful and fun filled adventure – 
Thank you Harvey and Joel for getting all of our 
reservations and all those who cruised with the 
group. It was a fun outing and we look forward to 
the next cruise to the islands!
